LENT

One of the liturgical reforms mandated at the Second Vatican
Council was that the focus of the season of Lent should be restored as
a time of preparation for—or renewal of—baptism. The bishops at the
Council were aware of the fact that the origins of Lent as a distinctive
liturgical season lay in the early centuries when the Church celebrated
the sacraments of Christian initiation only once a year, at the Easter
Vigil. In order to prepare those who were to receive those sacraments,
a special period of preparation (eventually lasting forty days) gradually
developed.

By the time of the Second Vatican Council, the initiatory character
of Lent had long been forgotten, and it had become simply a time of
penance focused on individual spiritual renewal. The introduction of
the Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults and the revision of the
Lectionary after the Council have changed all of that. Now the Sunday
scripture readings during Lent are very carefully selected with an eye
to the journey of those preparing to be initiated at the Easter Vigil.
Once again, the entire community is asked to undergo penance in
solidarity with the candidates for Baptism, Confirmation, and
Eucharist.

Thus, in order to appreciate fully the meaning of the readings during
this season, the “filter” through which they must be heard is always the
knowledge that we are helping to prepare our sisters and brothers in
the catechumenate for their initiation at the Easter Vigil.

PEOPLE OF THE COVENANT

If there is one word that stands out in today’s readings, it is
“covenant.” God’s faithfulness and goodness serve as examples to us
of how to live. Genesis tells the story of Noah and of God’s covenant
not only with all people, but with all of nature. Never will the
cleansing waters of the flood bring their destructive power to all the
earth again. The sign, the reminder to both God and nature, is the
rainbow in the heavens.

The psalm reminds us of this compassion of God, and begs God to
remember us, not because of our goodness, but because of God’s
goodness and fidelity to the promise. God shows us how to be good,
not by decree, but by example.

PRESIDENT’S DAY ... Tomorrow we celebrate President’s Day.
The schools and church offices are closed for the day. There will only
be one Mass at 9 AM.

LENTEN OBSERVANCES ... During the season of Lent, the Church
urges the faithful to reflect a spirit of penance in their daily lives
through performing acts of fast and abstinence.

FASTING AND ABSTINENCE ... During Lent, a few of our Lenten
Observances revolve around fasting and abstinence. According to the
United States Conference of Catholic Bishops: Ash Wednesday and
Good Friday are obligatory days of fasting and abstinence for
Catholics. In addition, Fridays during Lent are obligatory days of
abstinence. For members of the Latin Catholic Church (that's us), the
norms on fasting are obligatory from age 18 until age 59. When
fasting, a person is permitted to eat one full meal, as well as two
smaller meals that together are not equal to a full meal. The norms
concerning abstinence from meat are binding upon members of the
Latin Catholic Church from age 14 onwards. If possible, the fast on
Good Friday is continued until the Easter Vigil (on Holy Saturday
night) as the "paschal fast" to honor the suffering and death of the Lord
Jesus, and to prepare ourselves to share more fully and to celebrate
more readily his Resurrection.

WHAT WILL YOU DO FOR LENT? ... More prayer, quiet time, no
cell phones or i-pads for an hour a day, donations to the homeless or
other charities, Mass on Saturdays and Sundays, Stations of the Cross,
Holy Hour and Benediction on Fridays from 12:30 to 2:30 pm? There
are so many things to do and to consider for the 40 days of prayer,
fasting and almsgiving.

IN CHURCH ... are you texting or praying ... are you playing games
or reading the Bible selections for the Sunday? Leave the phone in
your pocket, put it off and ENJOY some quality time with God in
church!

CONFESSIONS ... We will continue having confessions in English
and Spanish available on Wednesdays from 6:00 pm to 6:45 pm with
Exposition of the Blessed Sacrament, in addition to our Saturday
confessions schedule.

NEW AD SPONSORS ... please notice the businesses that are
supporting our weekly bulletin ... we are grateful to the many
businesses and offices that advertise and support the printing of our
Sunday bulletin ... please consider patronizing them and tell them you
saw their ad in our Sunday bulletin.

AS ALWAYS ... a reminder about arriving early --- or at least, on time
--- for Mass ... Jesus deserves our complete attention from the
beginning of the Mass until the end ... on time for the Masses on
Saturday at 5:30 pm or 7 pm and Sunday at 7:30 am, 9 am, 10:30 am,
and 12 noon.

PARKING ... please be courteous ... do not use two spaces ... do not
block other cars ... both parking lots are open --- on Castle Hill and on
Purdy Street.

CREMATION ... as Catholics, we have permission of the church to be
cremated ... the procedure for the funeral is: WAKE SERVICE WITH
THE BODY, FUNERAL MASS WITH THE BODY, CREMATION
and burial as soon as possible after the cremation ... we should not
save the ashes at home, bring them to the beach or the mountains or
leave them in the funeral home ... the ashes are to be treated with
respect and dignity like a body and be buried as soon as possible after
the cremation.

MASKS ... Mask requirements in church have been lifted for
everyone; those who wish to continue to wear a mask may do so at
their discretion. We continue encouraging communion received in the
hand rather than on the tongue.

MASS FOR THE HEARING IMPAIRED ... The last Sunday of each
month we have Mass at 12 noon with sign language ... pass on the
word to relatives and friends who might be interested ... sign language
is beautiful and inspiring to watch.

MASS INTENTIONS ... you can remember a family member or
friend with an intention at a specific Mass come to the rectory for a
specific date ... the offering is $15 and Mass cards are available with
each Mass ... the intentions can be for a living or deceased person ...
intentions are printed in the bulletin.

RECEPTION OF HOLY COMMUNION ... Just a reminder that we
ask that you preferably receive Holy Communion in your hands, by
holding out both hands one on top of the other. Also remember that the
proper response to the priest before receiving Holy Communion is
“Amen,” not “Thank you.”

BAPTISMS ... all Catholics should be baptized ... parents should be
registered in the parish and attending weekly Sunday Mass in order to
have the child baptized ... godparents must be practicing Catholics
who have received the sacraments of Baptism, Holy Communion and
Confirmation and, if married, married in the church ... godparents
must be members of a parish and must be attending weekly Mass ... if
you are going to be a godparent, it makes perfect and reasonable sense
that you are practicing the faith and that you are a model for the child.

SACRAMENT OF MATRIMONY ... the Catholic Church teaches that
marriage is between a man and a woman, a sign of LOVE and LIFE ...
Catholics should be married in the church and, if married only civilly,
should speak to one of the priests about receiving the sacrament in the
Church (called convalidation) ... please know that you are welcome to
ask questions and to receive direction and advice about the
SACRAMENT OF MATRIMONY ... Please remember to secure a
date for your wedding before making any arrangements with caterers,
limo drivers, family and friends.

FUNERAL ARRANGEMENTS ... the usual practice for Catholic
burials is a wake service in a funeral home, a Funeral Mass in the
parish church, burial of the body or cremains in a cemetery (preferably
a Catholic cemetery) ... speak with one of the priests for assistance
before a death occurs and speak with a reputable funeral home director
about pre-arrangements ... cremains (ashes) are held in the same
reverence and respect as a body and so they should be treated
carefully, respectfully, reverentially and buried as soon as possible
after cremation.

PARISH REGISTRATION ... all members of the parish should be
registered and receive parish mailings and envelopes ... if you are an
adult (18 years and older), you should register to receive the envelopes
and other information from the parish ... you need to be registered in
order to receive recommendation letters, financial statements, tuition
rates and other parish related issues ... HOW TO REGISTER? Come
to the rectory office on Castle Hill Ave.

LATE FOR CHURCH? ... Why? Please resolve to arrive early for
Mass, say a prayer, read the Scripture and be ready when we start it
will make the Mass more prayerful and meaningful for all. Remember,
if you miss the readings, you miss the teachings of Christ. St. Jerome
wrote, “Ignorance of Scripture is ignorance of Christ.” Getting to
Church on time matters.

VISITING OF THE SICK OR HOMEBOUND ... If you know of
anyone who is sick or homebound and would like to receive
communion, Please call the rectory to give us your information as well
as the information of the person who wishes to receive communion.
They must reside in our parish area.

AYUNO Y ABSTINENCIA ... Durante la Cuaresma, algunas de
nuestras celebraciones de Cuaresma giran alrededor del ayuno y
abstinencia. De acuerdo con la Conferencia Estadounidense de
Obispos Catolicos: El Miércoles de Ceniza y el Viernes Santo son dias
obligacién de ayuno y abstinencia para los catdlicos. Ademads, los
viernes de Cuaresma son dias de abstinencia obligatorios. Para los
miembros de la Iglesia Catdlica que siguen el rito latino (que somos
nosotros), las normas sobre el ayuno son obligatorias desde los 18 afios
hasta los 59 anos. Cuando se ayuna, una persona se le permite comer
una comida completa, asi como dos comidas mas pequefias que en
conjunto no son iguales a una comida completa. Las normas
concernientes a la abstinencia de carne son obligatorias para miembros
de la Iglesia Catdlica del rito latino de los 14 afios en adelante. Si es
posible, el ayuno del Viernes Santo se continta hasta la Vigilia de
Pascua (en la noche del Sabado Santo) como el "ayuno pascual" en
honor a la pasion y muerte del Sefior Jesus, y para prepararnos a
compartir y celebrar con mayor facilidad su Resurreccion.

CUARESMA

Una de las reformas liturgicas ordenadas en el Concilio Vaticano
II fue la de restablecer el enfoque del tiempo de Cuaresma como
tiempo de preparacion -o de renovacion- del bautismo. Los obispos
del Concilio eran conscientes de que los origenes de la Cuaresma
como tiempo litargico distintivo se encontraban en los primeros
siglos, cuando la Iglesia celebraba los sacramentos de la iniciacion
cristiana solo una vez al afio, en la Vigilia Pascual. Para preparar a
los que iban a recibir esos sacramentos, se desarrolld gradualmente
un periodo especial de preparacion (que llegd a durar cuarenta dias).

En la época del Concilio Vaticano II, el caracter iniciatico de la
Cuaresma se habia olvidado hace tiempo, y se habia convertido en
un simple tiempo de penitencia centrado en la renovacion espiritual
individual. La introduccion del Rito de Iniciacion Cristiana de
Adultos y la revision del Leccionario después del Concilio han
cambiado todo esto. Ahora, las lecturas dominicales de la Cuaresma
se seleccionan cuidadosamente teniendo en cuenta el camino de los
que se preparan para ser iniciados en la Vigilia Pascual. Una vez
mas, se pide a toda la comunidad que haga penitencia en solidaridad
con los candidatos al Bautismo, la Confirmacion y la Eucaristia.

Asi, para apreciar plenamente el significado de las lecturas de este
tiempo, el “filtro” a través del cual hay que escucharlas es siempre el
conocimiento de que estamos ayudando a preparar a nuestros
hermanos y hermanas en el catecumenado para su iniciacion en la
Vigilia Pascual.
