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BE PREPARED
Be prepared. It’s that simple. As this Advent season opens
before us, the Lord Jesus summons us to stand ready for his
coming. At this time of year much of our attention is focused on
being prepared for the details that accompany the holiday season.
We purchase gifts; we decorate our homes, inside and out; we
prepare foods that we eat only during the holidays; we write and
send Christmas cards; we attend holiday concerts; we prepare
either to welcome family and friends into our homes or arrange
for visits to their homes. We really can’t escape the details that
make up the season. Perhaps this Advent is a time to attend to all
those details with a different spin. As we prepare to celebrate the
feast of Christmas, why not be deliberate about acknowledging
the presence of the Lord as we go about these tasks? The Lord
often comes to us in wonderfully surprising ways. Let us be
prepared.

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION

The Christian calendar begins with the season of Advent
during the month of December. Advent! An interesting word. It
comes from Latin and means "Here He comes" or "He is already
arriving." But who are we talking about when we proclaim
"Advent"? The King of glory? The Prince of Peace? The Son of
God the Most High? The savior of Israel? Yes, yes, yes, and yes,
but even more so, the Son of Man, the little child of Mary, the
infant Jesus of Nazareth. Here He comes, and He is already
arriving. We must be prepared. But how do we prepare for the
arrival of a king who is poor? A prince who was born between a
mule and an ox? A little child who is already a man and is also
God? A poor baby who is also judge and lord? Therein lies the
dilemma of Christian Advent. It is a call to live the paradox
(contradiction) of a time that is in limbo, where the Kingdom of
Heaven is already here but not yet fully realized, existing but not
in its fullness. It is a call to search in the church, in the mall, in
the neighborhood, at home, at work, and in our own hearts, to
see if the Lord of the house is "coming there." It is a call to be
attentive and vigilant because we do not know when or how
Jesus will return for us. But when He returns, He will hold us
accountable and embrace us at the same time. Because He comes
as our judge and brother, as king and companion; as God and
human being. This is how we Christians begin the liturgical year,
and at the same time, end the secular year with the paradox of
our faith.

A special thanks to Rosa
Rifas, who organizes this event every year, and all those who
helped pack and distribute the donated goods. Through your
generosity, we were able to feed 150 families as Jesus tells us at
each Mass: DO THIS IN REMEMBRANCE OF ME!

PREPARE FOR THE COMING OF THE KING ... Advent is a
time of expectation as we prepare ourselves for the coming of our
King and Lord, Jesus Christ. He came to us in a way no one
expected, as a little baby. We are asked to ready ourselves each
year for the arrival of the Christ Child. Similar to the Lenten
season we prepare ourselves by prayer, fasting and almsgiving. We
strengthen our relationship with our God by increasing our prayer.
We deny ourselves certain goods (fasting) and are more generous
with the good gifts God has blessed us with (almsgiving) keeping
in mind, at all times, the preferential option for the poor as we seek
to help those without, most of all. We also take the time to confess
our sins, so the Lord may forgive us and sanctify us, cleansing our
souls as we await to celebrate the birth of our Lord with hearts
made pure.

ADVENT ... This Sunday is the First Sunday of Advent, and the
beginning of our new liturgical year. To remind us of this season
of preparation for the coming of Our Lord, Sunday Masses will be
a little different. For Advent, as we do during Lent, the Mass
responses will be chanted in Latin. The Mass parts can be found in
the parish bulletin.

IN CHURCH ... are you texting or praying ... are you playing
games or reading the Bible selections for the Sunday? Leave the
phone in your pocket, put it off and ENJOY some quality time
with God in church!

CONFESSIONS ... We will continue having confessions in
English and Spanish available on Wednesdays from 6:00 pm to
6:45 pm with Exposition of the Blessed Sacrament, in addition to
our Saturday confessions schedule.

NEW AD SPONSORS ... please notice the businesses that are
supporting our weekly bulletin ... we are grateful to the many
businesses and offices that advertise and support the printing of our
Sunday bulletin ... please consider patronizing them and tell them
you saw their ad in our Sunday bulletin.

AS ALWAYS ... a reminder about arriving early --- or at least, on
time --- for Mass ... Jesus deserves our complete attention from the
beginning of the Mass until the end ... on time for the Masses on
Saturday at 5:30 pm or 7 pm and Sunday at 7:30 am, 9 am, 10:30
am, and 12 noon.

PARKING ... please be courteous ... do not use two spaces ... do
not block other cars ... both parking lots are open --- on Castle Hill
and on Purdy Street.

CREMATION ... as Catholics, we have permission of the church
to be cremated ... the procedure for the funeral is: WAKE
SERVICE WITH THE BODY, FUNERAL MASS WITH THE
BODY, CREMATION and burial as soon as possible after the
cremation ... we should not save the ashes at home, bring them to
the beach or the mountains or leave them in the funeral home ...
the ashes are to be treated with respect and dignity like a body and
be buried as soon as possible after the cremation.

MASS INTENTIONS ... you can remember a family member or
friend with an intention at a specific Mass come to the rectory for a
specific date ... the offering is $15 and Mass cards are available
with each Mass ... the intentions can be for a living or deceased

person ... intentions are printed in the bulletin.

RECEPTION OF HOLY COMMUNION ... Just a reminder that
we ask that you preferably receive Holy Communion in your
hands, by holding out both hands one on top of the other. Also
remember that the proper response to the priest before receiving
Holy Communion is “Amen,” not “Thank you.”

BAPTISMS ... all Catholics should be baptized ... parents should
be registered in the parish and attending weekly Sunday Mass in
order to have the child baptized ... godparents must be practicing
Catholics who have received the sacraments of Baptism, Holy
Communion and Confirmation and, if married, married in the
church ... godparents must be members of a parish and must be
attending weekly Mass ... if you are going to be a godparent, it
makes perfect and reasonable sense that you are practicing the faith
and that you are a model for the child.

SACRAMENT OF MATRIMONY ... the Catholic Church teaches
that marriage is between a man and a woman, a sign of LOVE and
LIFE ... Catholics should be married in the church and, if married
only civilly, should speak to one of the priests about receiving the
sacrament in the Church (called convalidation) ... please know that
you are welcome to ask questions and to receive direction and
advice about the SACRAMENT OF MATRIMONY ... Please
remember to secure a date for your weding before making any
arrangements with caterers, limo drivers, family and friends.

FUNERAL ARRANGEMENTS ... the usual practice for Catholic
burials is a wake service in a funeral home, a Funeral Mass in the
parish church, burial of the body or cremains in a cemetery
(preferably a Catholic cemetery) ... speak with one of the priests
for assistance before a death occurs and speak with a reputable
funeral home director about pre-arrangements ... cremains (ashes)
are held in the same reverence and respect as a body and so they
should be treated carefully, respectfully, reverentially and buried as
soon as possible after cremation.

PARISH REGISTRATION ... all members of the parish should be
registered and receive parish mailings and envelopes ... if you are
an adult (18 years and older), you should register to receive the
envelopes and other information from the parish ... you need to be
registered in order to receive recommendation letters, financial
statements, tuition rates and other parish related issues ... HOW
TO REGISTER? Come to the rectory office on Castle Hill Ave.

LATE FOR CHURCH? ... Why? Please resolve to arrive early for
Mass, say a prayer, read the Scripture and be ready when we start it
will make the Mass more prayerful and meaningful for all.
Remember, if you miss the readings, you miss the teachings of
Christ. St. Jerome wrote, “Ignorance of Scripture is ignorance of
Christ.” Getting to Church on time matters.

VISITING OF THE SICK OR HOMEBOUND ... If you know of
anyone who is sick or homebound and would like to receive
communion, Please call the rectory to give us your information as
well as the information of the person who wishes to receive
communion. They must reside in our parish area.

Si, si, si y si, pero mas todavia
del Hijo del Hombre, del nifiito de Maria, el nifio Jesus de
Nazaret. Alli viene y ya esta llegando. Tenemos que estar
preparados.
