They also symbolize the distractions of the world that prevent
us from finding God.

The hidden child is Jesus, whom his parents had to hide to save
him from the hands of Herod as they fled to Egypt, and whom we
are trying to find.

THE STAR OF BETHLEHEM

The unfolding of the story of the Incarnation continues today as the
Church celebrates the Epiphany. The tale of the magi from the East is
one of the most fascinating in all of scripture. It has much to teach us
about what we can come to expect, even in circumstances and places that
may seem insignificant or small. Bethlehem was a tiny town, what we
might refer to today as a town without even one stop light. Yet it is over
this seemingly insignificant place that the guiding star stops in its own
search for the place where the Savior would be born. Too often we fail to
recognize the fact that the star of Bethlehem comes to rest in our
everyday lives, where we can experience God’s presence, manifested in
ever new ways. Epiphany calls us to shake off our stupor and recognize
the One who comes to save us.

THE EPIPHANY OF THE LORD

Epiphany is a day when popular customs mostly overshadow scriptural
accuracy. Matthew’s Gospel never refers to kings coming to see
Christ, nor to their number (only the gifts are enumerated), nor to their
> names. Matthew tells us only that some “magi”
came with gold, frankincense, and myrrh. Magos
referred to members of the Persian priestly class;
| later it had the connotation of magicians and
| astrologers. Matthew’s magi report that they have
seen a star rising; its light was visible to them far
beyond the boundaries of Israel, an early and
significant symbol for Jesus, the Light of the
World. At the end of Matthew’s Gospel (chapter 28), the followers of
Jesus worship him, an act foretold in the actions of the Magi today.
The eleven are told to make disciples of “all nations,” nations
symbolized by the Magi. Today we hear our own mission: to worship
Jesus Christ, and to spread his Good News everywhere, every day.

we should not save the ashes at home, bring them to the beach or the
mountains or leave them in the funeral home ... the ashes are to be
treated with respect and dignity like a body and be buried as soon as
possible after the cremation.

MASS INTENTIONS ... you can remember a family member or
friend with an intention at a specific Mass come to the rectory for a
specific date ... the offering is $15 and Mass cards are available with
each Mass ... the intentions can be for a living or deceased person ...
intentions are printed in the bulletin.

RECEPTION OF HOLY COMMUNION ... Just a reminder that we
ask that you preferably receive Holy Communion in your hands, by
holding out both hands one on top of the other. Also remember that
the proper response to the priest before receiving Holy Communion
is “Amen,” not “Thank you.”

BAPTISMS ... all Catholics should be baptized ... parents should be
registered in the parish and attending weekly Sunday Mass in order
to have the child baptized ... godparents must be practicing Catholics
who have received the sacraments of Baptism, Holy Communion and
Confirmation and, if married, married in the church ... godparents
must be members of a parish and must be attending weekly Mass ...
if you are going to be a godparent, it makes perfect and reasonable
sense that you are practicing the faith and that you are a model for
the child.

SACRAMENT OF MATRIMONY ... the Catholic Church teaches
that marriage is between a man and a woman, a sign of LOVE and
LIFE ... Catholics should be married in the church and, if married
only civilly, should speak to one of the priests about receiving the
sacrament in the Church (called convalidation) ... please know that
you are welcome to ask questions and to receive direction and advice
about the SACRAMENT OF MATRIMONY ... Please remember to
secure a date for your weding before making any arrangements with
caterers, limo drivers, family and friends.

FUNERAL ARRANGEMENTS ... the usual practice for Catholic
burials is a wake service in a funeral home, a Funeral Mass in the
parish church, burial of the body or cremains in a cemetery
(preferably a Catholic cemetery) ... speak with one of the priests for
assistance before a death occurs and speak with a reputable funeral
home director about pre-arrangements ... cremains (ashes) are held
in the same reverence and respect as a body and so they should be
treated carefully, respectfully, reverentially and buried as soon as
possible after cremation.

PARISH REGISTRATION ... all members of the parish should be
registered and receive parish mailings and envelopes ... if you are an
adult (18 years and older), you should register to receive the
envelopes and other information from the parish ... you need to be
registered in order to receive recommendation letters, financial
statements, tuition rates and other parish related issues ... HOW TO
REGISTER? Come to the rectory office on Castle Hill Ave.

LATE FOR CHURCH? ... Why? Please resolve to arrive early for
Mass, say a prayer, read the Scripture and be ready when we start it
will make the Mass more prayerful and meaningful for all
Remember, if you miss the readings, you miss the teachings of
Christ. St. Jerome wrote, “Ignorance of Scripture is ignorance of
Christ.” Getting to Church on time matters.

VISITING OF THE SICK OR HOMEBOUND ... If you know of
anyone who is sick or homebound and would like to receive
communion, Please call the rectory to give us your information as
well as the information of the person who wishes to receive
communion.
