SEEING CHRIST CLEARLY

We start today looking through the portals of Jerusalem, seeing crowds
of people, cheering and waving palm branches in the air. The whole
atmosphere is one of joy, triumph, and celebration. We can get distracted
or enthralled by the scene, and not see clearly the features of Jesus as he
enters. But our readings from Isaiah and Paul’s letter to the Philippians
clarify his features for us. He is the Suffering Servant, meek and mute
before his captors and persecutors; he is the very image of the unseen God,
yet will not clutch at equality with God before he endures his final
confrontation in humility. Isaiah and Paul help us “behold the Lamb of
God” before we hear the story of his final and greatest confrontation. It is
important that we see Christ clearly before we hear the account of his
passion, for we—his Body through baptism, the church—now bear his
face. We must, with him, enter into this time of trial so we can, also with
him, enter into his final triumph.

AS WE BEGIN HOLY WEEK ... Please make the time to walk with
our Lord this week, as we journey with him by reliving the last week
of His mortal life. Start out the week with confessing your sins on
Reconciliation Monday, when the Sacrament of Reconciliation is
offered in every parish. On Holy Thursday come to Mass as we
celebrate the institution of the Eucharist and the priesthood at the
Lord’s Last Supper. Afterword, spend some time with our Lord in the
Lower Church, keeping vigil at His tomb. Process with us as we walk
through the streets recalling our Lord’s journey to Golgotha, and then
offer our Good Friday Service for the salvation of souls, or our
Stations of the Cross later that evening. Then the Church remains
silent as she Church continues mourning our beloved Jesus, only to
then rise to the heights of love at the Easter Vigil where we proclaim
His Resurrection. Reconnect with the Paschal Mystery, and walk with
Jesus and His Church this Holy Week.

HOLY WEEK SCHEDULE ... plan to walk with Jesus during Holy
Week to Easter Sunday at all of our services and Masses --- they are
all beautiful and prayerful ... ALSO, a good opportunity to mention
our EASTER COLLECTION FOR THE CHURCH AND THE
EASTER FLOWER COLLECTION envelopes are in your
packets ... thanks for your generosity once again.

EASTER WEEK MASSES ... A reminder that there is no 7AM Mass
during Easter Week (April 6-April 10) .

IN CHURCH ... are you texting or praying ... are you playing games
or reading the Bible selections for the Sunday? Leave the phone in
your pocket, put it off and ENJOY some quality time with God in
church!

NEW AD SPONSORS ... please notice the businesses that are
supporting our weekly bulletin ... we are grateful to the many
businesses and offices that advertise and support the printing of our
Sunday bulletin ... please consider patronizing them and tell them you
saw their ad in our Sunday bulletin.

AS ALWAYS ... a reminder about arriving early --- or at least, on time
--- for Mass ... Jesus deserves our complete attention from the
beginning of the Mass until the end ... on time for the Masses on
Saturday at 5:30 pm or 7 pm and Sunday at 7:30 am, 9 am, 10:30 am,
and 12 noon.

PARKING ... please be courteous ... do not use two spaces ... do not
block other cars ... both parking lots are open --- on Castle Hill and on
Purdy Street.

CREMATION ... as Catholics, we have permission of the church to be
cremated ... the procedure for the funeral is: WAKE SERVICE WITH
THE BODY, FUNERAL MASS WITH THE BODY, CREMATION
and burial as soon as possible after the cremation ... we should not
save the ashes at home, bring them to the beach or the mountains or
leave them in the funeral home ... the ashes are to be treated with
respect and dignity like a body and be buried as soon as possible after
the cremation.

MASS INTENTIONS ... you can remember a family member or
friend with an intention at a specific Mass come to the rectory for a
specific date ... the offering is $15 and Mass cards are available with
each Mass ... the intentions can be for a living or deceased person ...
intentions are printed in the bulletin.

RECEPTION OF HOLY COMMUNION ... Just a reminder that we
ask that you preferably receive Holy Communion in your hands, by
holding out both hands one on top of the other. Also remember that the
proper response to the priest before receiving Holy Communion is
“Amen,” not “Thank you.”

BAPTISMS ... all Catholics should be baptized ... parents should be
registered in the parish and attending weekly Sunday Mass in order to
have the child baptized ... godparents must be practicing Catholics
who have received the sacraments of Baptism, Holy Communion and
Confirmation and, if married, married in the church ... godparents

must be members of a parish and must be attending weekly Mass ... if
you are going to be a godparent, it makes perfect and reasonable sense
that you are practicing the faith and that you are a model for the child.

SACRAMENT OF MATRIMONY ... the Catholic Church teaches that
marriage is between a man and a woman, a sign of LOVE and LIFE ...
Catholics should be married in the church and, if married only civilly,
should speak to one of the priests about receiving the sacrament in the
Church (called convalidation) ... please know that you are welcome to
ask questions and to receive direction and advice about the
SACRAMENT OF MATRIMONY ... Please remember to secure a
date for your wedding before making any arrangements with caterers,
limo drivers, family and friends.

FUNERAL ARRANGEMENTS ... the usual practice for Catholic
burials is a wake service in a funeral home, a Funeral Mass in the
parish church, burial of the body or cremains in a cemetery (preferably
a Catholic cemetery) ... speak with one of the priests for assistance
before a death occurs and speak with a reputable funeral home director
about pre-arrangements ... cremains (ashes) are held in the same
reverence and respect as a body and so they should be treated
carefully, respectfully, reverentially and buried as soon as possible
after cremation.

PARISH REGISTRATION ... all members of the parish should be
registered and receive parish mailings and envelopes ... if you are an
adult (18 years and older), you should register to receive the envelopes
and other information from the parish ... you need to be registered in
order to receive recommendation letters, financial statements, tuition
rates and other parish related issues ... HOW TO REGISTER? Come
to the rectory office on Castle Hill Ave.

LATE FOR CHURCH? ... Why? Please resolve to arrive early for
Mass, say a prayer, read the Scripture and be ready when we start it
will make the Mass more prayerful and meaningful for all. Remember,
if you miss the readings, you miss the teachings of Christ. St. Jerome
wrote, “Ignorance of Scripture is ignorance of Christ.” Getting to
Church on time matters.

VISITING OF THE SICK OR HOMEBOUND ... If you know of
anyone who is sick or homebound and would like to receive
communion, Please call the rectory to give us your information as well
as the information of the person who wishes to receive communion.
They must reside in our parish area.

Hoy comenzamos viendo a través de las puertas de Jerusalén, vemos
a la multitud, aclamando y agitando ramos de olivo en el aire.
