For students who turn 5 years old on or before December 31, 2026. This program provides
opportunities for children who need additional time for development and maturity before
entering kindergarten and for those who just miss the kindergarten cut-off date. Short,
structured lessons are taught from a formal curriculum and hands-on work experiences are
provided to best meet the needs of the children. Students are introduced to the unique
“specials” classes of art, gym, music, Spanish and STEM. Additionally, students will follow the
elementary school start/end dates and wear uniforms. School hours are 8:00 a.m. - 3:15 p.m.
