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Faith Formation and Life-Long Ministries

Religious Education and Adult Faith
Formation (Catechists)

A catechist witnesses to the Catholic Faith
commitment through word, experience, prayer,
and liturgy. The Catechist is responsible for
planning and leading weekly catechetical sessions.
Training: Catechist orientation takes place in
September.

Requirements: To have completed the
Sacraments of Initiation. A willingness to learn
and a desire to pass on his/her commitment to the
Catholic faith and be dedicated to their ongoing
faith formation and spiritual growth.
