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If your child is absent from school due to illness or was sent home early from the clinic, please help us to keep our community healthy by adhering to our return to school policy. For the health and welfare of other students, teachers, and staff, please follow these guidelines before returning your child to school.

· Your child must be fever free without medication for 24 hours before he or she may return to school.
· If your child has vomited or has experienced diarrhea in the evening before or the morning of the school day, please keep him or her at home for observation for 24 hours to limit the spread of viruses and other germs throughout the school.
· If your child has strep throat or conjunctivitis (pink eye) they must be on medication for 24 hours prior to returning to school.
· If your child has tested positive for COVID, please call the school for further instructions. Students must remain home for 5 days (test day is day zero).
· Your child must have a note signed by the parent/guardian OR their doctor to be excused from school.
