Exortacion Apostolica Amoris Laetitia 
 
«La mayoría de las familias respeta a los ancianos, los 
rodea de cariño y los considera una bendición. Un 
agradecimiento especial hay que dirigirlo a las 
asociaciones y movimientos familiares que trabajan en 
favor de los ancianos, en lo espiritual y social [...] En 
las sociedades altamente industrializadas, donde su 
número va en aumento, mientras que la tasa de 
natalidad disminuye, estos corren el riesgo de ser 
percibidos como un peso. Por otro lado, los cuidados 
que requieren a menudo ponen a dura prueba a sus 
seres queridos». «Valorar la fase conclusiva de la vida 
es todavía más necesario hoy, porque en la sociedad 
actual se trata de cancelar de todos los modos posibles 
el momento del tránsito. La fragilidad y la 
dependencia del anciano a veces son injustamente 
explotadas para sacar ventaja económica. Numerosas 
familias nos enseñan que se pueden afrontar los 
últimos años de la vida valorizando el sentido del 
cumplimiento y la integración de toda la existencia en 
el misterio pascual. Un gran número de ancianos es 
acogido en estructuras eclesiales, donde pueden vivir 
en un ambiente sereno y familiar en el plano material 
y espiritual. La eutanasia y el suicidio asistido son 
graves amenazas para las familias de todo el mundo. 
Su práctica es legal en muchos países. La Iglesia, 
mientras se opone firmemente a estas prácticas, siente 
el deber de ayudar a las familias que cuidan de sus 
miembros ancianos y enfermos».

Fiesta de la Sagrada Familia. 
 

Fiesta de la Epifania del Señor 
 
El término griego Epifanía tenía el significado de 
entrada poderosa, por méritos propios, en la fama de las 
gentes, y se refería a la llegada del rey a una ciudad. 
También servía para indicar la aparición de una 
divinidad o una intervención prodigiosa de ella. Esta 
fiesta nación en las iglesias de Oriente en la segunda 
mitad del s. IV, al mismo tiempo que la Navidad en 
Occidente, y tenía como objeto celebrar el nacimiento y 
el bautismo de Cristo. Posteriormente las dos fiestas se 
celebraron en todas partes, y la Epifanía quedó en 
Oriente como memoria del Bautismo mientras que en 
Occidente se propusieron celebrar sobre todo la venida 
de los Magos, presentados como primicia de los gentiles, 
manifestándose Jesús como primicia de todos los 
pueblos. Se revela así el misterio escondido en Dios: 
"Que también los gentiles son coherederos, miembros 
del mismo cuerpo y partícipes de la Promesa en 
Jesucristo, por el Evangelio". Es, pues, una solemnidad 
que desborda el tema concreto de los Magos de Oriente, 
cuya venida se recuerda en la lectura evangélica y cuyo 
significado es profetizado en la primera lectura y el 
salmo responsorial. La Epifanía del Señor en la liturgia 
romana tiene tres momentos: la adoración de los Magos, 
el Bautismo en el Jordán y las Bodas de Caná (domingo 
siguiente al Bautismo del Señor, ciclo C).

Lecturas del próximo domingo 
 
En el evangelio el bautismo de Jesús es una epifanía. Eso 
mismo debe ser el bautismo del cristiano: una epifanía 
de lo que Dios es y de lo que Dios hace en el hombre. El 
bautizado, podríamos decir, es un hombre en quien se 
manifiesta el Dios trinitario, en virtud de la relación 
personal que mantiene con cada una de las personas 
divinas. Como hijo del Padre vive una verdadera 
relación filial, sobretodo en la oración y adoración. 
Como redimido por el Hijo y sumergido en su misma 
vida, entabla con él una relación principalmente de 
seguimiento e imitación. Como templo del Espíritu 
Santo, vive con la conciencia de una relación sagrada, 
santificante, vivificadora de su existir cotidiano, 
modeladora de su vida familiar, profesional y social. El 
bautizado es al mismo tiempo epifanía de la acción de 
Dios en el hombre: una acción purificadora, que 
manifiesta el perdón de Dios; una acción 
transformante, que pone de relieve el poder de Dios; 
una acción unificadora de las energías y capacidades del 
cristiano, que subraya el misterio unitario de Dios; una 
acción vivificante, que revela, por medio del hombre, la 
extraordinaria vida de Dios uno y trino... Es importante 
que la predicación y catequesis tengan muy en cuenta y 
desarrollen y expliquen estos aspectos espirituales y 
pastorales del sacramento del bautismo. Así el 
bautismo no será el sacramento de la “inconsciencia”, 
sino el sacramento de la epifanía diaria de Dios en la 
vida, en la fe y en el obrar del bautizado.
