In the Eucharistic miracle of Les
Ulmes, it was during the exposi-
tion of the Blessed Sacrament for
public adorartion, that, in place
of the Host, there appeared the
shape of a man with light-brown
hair falling over his back, a lumi-
nous face, the hands crossed one
over the other, and a white tunic
covering the body. After close
examination the Bishop authorized
devotion to this Eucharistic
Miracle. Even today in the church,
the recess which contained the
miraculous Host for more than
130 years can be seen. The Host
was devoutly consumed by the
Vicar of Puy Notre Dame during
the French Revolution, for fear
that this Blessed Sacrament

would be profaned.
