First Reading (Jeremiah 38:4–6, 8–10): Prophet Jeremiah is thrown
into a muddy cistern for speaking truth to power. But Ebed-melech
intervenes, rescuing him from death with royal approval.
Second Reading (Hebrews 12:1–4): We are urged to cast off the
burdens that hinder us and to run the race of faith with endurance,
keeping our eyes fixed on Jesus—the pioneer of our faith—who
endured suffering for the joy set before him.
Gospel (Luke 12:49–53): Jesus proclaims that his mission brings not
peace, but division—even within families—calling us to discern
what unconditional allegiance to him may cost.

20th Sunday in Ordinary Time – Year C - August 17, 2025
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Rescue in the Mud: In what ways have you experienced God—or
someone else—lifting you out of a "muddy cistern" of fear,
discouragement, or hardship? How might you become a lifeline
for someone else in their moment of need?
Running the Faith Race: What burdens—past regrets, anxieties,
distractions—are slowing you down spiritually? What daily
practices or small changes could help you “cast them off” and
run with renewed vigor?
Division or Commitment?: Jesus warns that his message may
divide even close relationships. How do you respond when your
faith convictions create tension with loved ones? Is there a way
to remain steadfast yet compassionate in those moments?

Sometimes Jesus asks us to do things that aren’t easy—like being
kind to someone who isn’t kind to us, or telling the truth even if it
might make people upset. In the picture, Jesus is carrying His cross.
He did this because He loves us so much!
Try this:
This week, think of one way you can follow Jesus, even if it’s a little
hard. Maybe help someone at school, share with a friend, or say
“I’m sorry” when you need to. Then ask Jesus to help you be brave,
just like He was.
