In the Gospel reading (Luke 7:11-17) we encounter a moving scene:
Jesus arrives at the gate of the town of Nain, where a funeral
procession is underway for the only son of a widow. Seeing her grief, He
is filled with compassion and declares, “Young man, I say to you, arise!”
The dead man sits up, and Jesus gives him back to his mother.

This miracle invites us into a deeper reflection on God’s compassion
and power over death—not merely physical death, but the death of
hope, isolation and despair. The widow’s loss reminds us of life’s fragile
moments, while Jesus’ intervention shows divine care reaching into our
sorrow. The crowd’s reaction—“A great prophet has risen among us!”
and “God has looked favourably on his people!” (Luke 7:16) — points us
back to God’s continual visitation in our lives. 

Today we are invited to let our grief, our fear, our unmet longings meet
Jesus’ compassionate gaze. He calls us out of our tombs—not so that
we merely return to life as before, but so that we live with new dignity,
share hope with others, and glorify God for what He has done.
