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GOSPEL: MATTHEW 28:16-20

This is the closing scene from Matthew's Gospel. The
eleven disciples have returned to Galilee after receiving the
good news of the resurrection from Mary Magdalene. At their
first sight of the risen Lord, the disciples still cannot shake off all
their doubt. But when Jesus speaks, they recognize his voice and
his message. They are to go, baptize, and teach. They are to in-
vite all nations to become disciples of Jesus Christ.

Sometimes we might get the idea that this happened
such a long time ago, and the "going, baptizing, and teaching"
were for the apostles and not for us today. Of course the apos-
tles and their successors, the pope and bishops, and their help-
ers, the priests, have a great responsibility here. But the rest of
us also belong to the "priesthood of the faithful." We also can
go to others, reach out with a helping hand, a friendly welcome,
a listening ear. We can "baptize" others, not with water (unless
it is an emergency and the one we are baptizing is in danger of
death), but with our prayers, our love, and our concern. We can
teach the way of Jesus in the best way possible by our example.
Every follower of Jesus is an apostle in this way. And we can do
this because Jesus is with us always, to the end!

How will you "go, baptize, and teach" today, in your particu-
lar situation, with and for the people God has placed in your
life? Are you ready and willing to be an apostle today?

EVANGELIO: MATEO 28:16-20

Todos los
seguidores de Jesus somos apoéstoles y podemos llevar a cabo
nuestra misién porque Jesus esta siempre con nosotros.

The Ascension:
The early Christians originally

F{{\(X/?%I]-?E passed on the Gospel stories
PASTOR orally and did not write them
— down until several years after

Jesus’ death and resurrection. Whenever they
gathered to celebrate the Eucharist, they re-
called some of the things Jesus said and did,
repeating the stories about Jesus for those who
were not fortunate enough to have heard him
themselves.

First-century Christians sometimes recalled and
retold stories that helped them solve a problem.
The story about the Pharisees asking Jesus if
they should pay taxes to the emperor is a good
example. This same question came up in one of
the Christian communities and the apostles
settled the dispute by recalling Jesus™ own re-
sponse in a similar situation.
Sometimes, the Christians used stories about
Jesus to convince others he really was the mes-
siah. In the Acts of the Apostles, we find that
they used a short synopsis of Jesus’ life to per-
suade non-believers to repent of their sins,
accept Jesus as Lord, and be baptized. Those
who did become Christian then studied Jesus’
life and teaching in more detail.

Early Christians also repeated certain stories
whenever they celebrated the sacraments. For
example, they told the story of the wedding at
Cana whenever Christians married. They some-
times recalled accounts of miraculous healings
when the Christian community anointed and
prayed for someone who was sick, especially
when that person had the same sickness as
someone Jesus healed.

There are two likely reasons why the early
Christians preserved the story in today’s Gospel.
In this reading, Jesus commands the apostles to
recruit and baptize disciples from throughout
the world. The early Church recalled this story
at baptisms but also used it to settle heated
debates.

We know from the Acts of the Apostles and from
some epistle that the early Christians originally
preached only to the Jews. As Paul began
preaching the Gospel to the Gentiles, some of
the Jews objected to his efforts. When Paul
brought this matter to the attention of the apos-
tles, they recalled that Jesus commanded them
to go into the world and make disciples from a//
nations. This helped settle the dispute and the
early Christians eventually accepted the Gentiles
into the Church.

Los primeros cristianos no escri-
S&——" bieron las lecturas de los Evan-
— gelios hasta muchos afios después de
la muerte y resurreccion de Jests. Los relatos
se pasaban oralmente cada vez que se reunian
para celebrar la Eucaristia. Ello le contaban
las cosas que Jests habia dicho y hecho a
aquellos que no tuvieron la fortuna de haberlo
visto y oido personalmente.
Los cristianos del Siglo Primero solian contar
aquellas historias que les ayudarian a encon-
trar soluciones a sus problemas. Un ejemplo
de ello es la parabola en la que la gente le
pregunta a Jesus si debieran pagar los impues-
tos al emperador. Esta pregunta surgié en una
de las primeras comunidades cristianas y los
apostoles respondieron del mismo modo en
que Jesus respondid cuando encar6 esa misma
situacion.

A veces los cristianos usaban histo-
rias de Jesus para convencer a las personas de
que El era realmente el Mesias. En el libro de
los Hechos de los Apostoles, vemos que ellos
usaban una resefia de la vida de Jesus para
persuadir a los no creyentes a que se arrepien-
tan de sus pecados, se conviertan y lo acepten
bautizandose. Aquellos que se convertian pu-
dieron estudiar su vida mas detalladamente.

A veces ellos también contaban cier-
tas historias cuando celebraban los sacramen-
tos. Por ejemplo, cuando los cristianos se ca-
saban, contaban acerca de las Bodas de Cana.
En ocasiones se hablaban de milagros cuando
las comunidades cristianas se reunian para
orar por alguien que estuviera enfermo y espe-
cialmente por aquellos que padecian de la
misma enfermedad que las personas a las cua-
les Jesus habia sanado.

Hay dos razones importantes por las
que los cristianos conservaron la historia
usando el Evangelio y adaptado a sus vidas.
Las primeras iglesias utilizaron las historias
que Jesus daba para solucionar disputas tanto
como para cuando bautizaban. Ademas, el
Libro de los Hechos de los Apostoles y algu-
nas enciclicas también nos dan a conocer que
los primeros cristianos solo predicaban a los
judios. Es por ello que muchos objetaron
cuando Pablo empez6 a predicar a los Genti-
les; queja a la cual Pablo respondi6 con el
mandato que Jests nos dio de ir y hacer disci-
pulos de todas las naciones. Estas palabras
ayudaron a solucionar muchas disputas pero al
final, los judios llegaron a aceptarlos en la
iglesia.
