The Resurrection of the Lord
April 12, 2020

FOCUS: We demonstrate our belief in the empty tomb by
the way we live our faith.

Peter and the beloved disciple rush to the tomb and believe.
We rush toward many things in our busy lives—does our
rushing around include paying attention to how God is
working in our lives, and speaking to us? We show we be-
lieve the tomb is empty by the way we live our faith.

LITURGY OF THE WORD: Peter speaks to his listeners
about what has happened all over Judea—the life, death,
and resurrection of Jesus. Paul tells the Colossians they
have been raised with Jesus and therefore need to seek what
is above. In the Gospel, Mary of Magdala brings the news
of the empty tomb to Simon Peter and the other disciple
whom Jesus loved. Peter and the beloved disciple rush to
the tomb.

REFLECTION: What and where are the empty tombs for
us? Relationships that have died, or dried up; pursuits and
ambitions that have proven vain and wasted; misplaced con-
fidences in what was shallow and fruitless; nostalgic at-
tempts to re-create the warm and good feelings we had when
we were children coming to church on Easter Sunday?

So we ask ourselves:

¢ Does the empty tomb remind us of the places and situa-
tions in our lives which have proved lifeless and left us
empty inside?

¢ Do I believe that Christ is alive and with me as I peer
into the empty tomb?

Christ is risen! Alleluia! When we read today’s Gospel it
is easy for us to laugh at Mary of Magdala. How could
she not have known that Jesus had risen? Sometimes
we have to remind ourselves that we know how the sto-
ry goes. Imagine the utter shock of visiting the tomb of a
loved one to find it empty. John’s Gospel notes that
even Simon Peter and the disciple whom Jesus loved
did not understand what had happened. Perhaps this is
an invitation for each of us to think deeply about what
the Resurrection means in our own lives.

In addition to watching the Mass on TV today, you may also choose to do this.

Ritual at Home

The Easter Sunday liturgy celebrates Resurrection through the lens of discipleship. We hear the Gospel story of Mary and the
disciples running to the tomb almost immediately before we have the opportunity to renew our own Baptismal promises as we
profess our faith. Create a prayer space full of greenery and flowers. On a table that is easy accessible by everyone, place a
bowl of holy water.

Opening Prayer
Loving God, we celebrate this day of gladness and rejoicing, basking in the depth of your love revealed in an empty tomb. May
we, like the disciples, make haste to share the news of Resurrection with everyone we encounter.

We ask this through Christ, our Lord. Amen.

As we profess our faith, we proclaim the Apostle’s Creed.

After the communal recitation of the Apostle’s Creed, each person is welcome to sign themselves with the Holy Water, recalling
the waters of Baptism and our commitment to life in Christ. You might wish to play some soft, instrumental music in the back-
ground during this ritual signing.
