Earth Day is Every Day

Try to avoid microplastics in your kitchen:

1. Skip single use plastic bottles. Use glass or
metal.

2. Don’t microwave food in plastic even if con-
tainers are labeled “microwave safe.” When
heated, chemicals like BPA can leach into your food. Trans-
fer food to glass or ceramic containers before heating.

3. Trade plastic wrap for Beeswax wraps, which are naturally
biodegradable, compostable, and reusable. These wraps
preserve food better than plastic, and do not leach harmful
chemicals.
