Happy Birthday, Church! 1,992 years ago, 
the Holy Spirit fell on perhaps one hundred           
Christians, and the Church was launched into the world. 
The Holy Spirit has transformed lives on every continent, 
in every nation, and among every tribe and ethnic group.  
The Holy Spirit’s mission remains the same: to make Je-
sus present in our lives since Jesus is the way, the truth, 
and the life! 
 
As we gather 5,774 miles from the Upper Room where 
Pentecost took place, the same Holy Spirit wants to con-
tinue the mission of making Jesus present in our lives.
