The selected godparents must be fully initi-
ated Roman Catholics, in good standing with the Church, and 
at least 16 years old.  A baptized non-Catholic Christian may 
be chosen as a “Christian Witness,” provided there is a Cath-
olic godparent. A former Catholic may not serve as either a 
godparent or Christian Witness.  

MARRIAGE ~ Arrangements must be made at least six 
months in advance. Call the Parish Office for an appointment.  
All scheduling considerations, including the initial date selec-
tion and any alterations, must be discussed with a Priest.

Dear Friends in Christ, 
 
Happy Summer! I heard someone refer to summer 
as “bird chirping weather”. I love it! I hope you 
can enjoy the lovely song of the birds and much 
more. 
 
There are lots of summer construction projects 
happening around campus through your goodness 
and generosity:  we installed new paving and a 
new concrete pad at the school dumpster that can 
better support the weight of the trash truck; we 
will have brick pointing done on the “old” school 
building and the Church this week; we had the 
wooden floors of three of our original classrooms 
refinished and a new wood floor installed in the 
Rectory Dining Room; the classrooms are being 
cleaned and floors stripped and waxed; we will 
paint some classrooms and our wonderful crew 
will keep the grass cut, plant new trees and water 
the flowers (essential work with the heat this 
week). Most significantly, we are collecting the 
bids for the renovation of the bathrooms at the Au-
ditorium and have started the permitting process 
with the City. We hope that work can start in the 
next few weeks and, with the blessing of God, be 
completed by the start of school! Thank you for 

making it possible to continually improve our 
campus.

Cecilia. Sr. Koreen was our Vice Principal until 
2020. She will be living in our Convent while con-
tinuing her work at the Shrine of Saint John Neu-
mann. Welcome back, Sister! 
 
I saw my 
doctor on Monday. There has been some improve-
ment with the optic nerve. My vision remains 
good. I wear the patch to eliminate the double vi-
sion caused by the nerve palsy. The issue ought to 
resolve itself in a few weeks, maybe more. I have 
no pain and I can continue my wonderful work in 
the parish. I am avoiding driving at night as much 
as possible.

 At Saint Cecilia 

Saint Cecilia had 588 parishioners complete the DMI 
survey in Lent 2025 (we had 399 participants in 2022 
when it was first taken). Over the summer, we will 
share “the results” of the survey. Father Chris, the Next 
Generation Parish Team, the Parish Staff, and others 
will begin reviewing the results to set new goals for our 
Parish Pastoral Plan for 2026-2029. There will be listen-
ing sessions for the whole parish in the Fall to gain 
more feedback and ideas as we move forward, guided 
by the Holy Spirit! 
 
The first set of data we will review is called the Four 
Factors for a Thriving Parish. These data points, 
based on research with parishes across the United 
States, help us be a “thriving” parish, leading others to 
Christ and living as authentic missionary disciples. The 
four areas are: Leadership, Sunday Experience, Spir-
itual Practices, and Missionary Impulse.  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Leadership Indicators (the number shared is the per-
centage of parishioners who “strongly agree”; the sec-
ond number was the percentage in 2022 to show move-
ment):  

the Parish is involved in making decisions 32% (10%);  
the Parish practices Financial Transparency 44% (29%),  
the Parish follows up when I want to get involved 36% 
(18%),  
the parish provides opportunities for me to serve 45% 
(26%),  
I would recommend my Pastor 70% (51%),  
I would recommend the Parish 69% (44%),  
I would recommend the Parish Staff 60% (38%),  
I would recommend priests in the Parish other than   
Pastor 57% (23%).
