Dear Friends in Christ,

As we gather for Mass this Sunday,
Pope Leo will be “canonizing”
(literally meaning that the names of
the saint can be included in the Eucha-
ristic Prayer, or Canon, of the Mass)
Carlo Acutis and Pier Giorgio Frassati.
These men, both born and raised in
Italy, died in recent years. Carlo in
2006 at the age of 15 and Pier in 1925
at the age of 24. They were men mad-
ly in love with Jesus Christ and coura-
geous in the way they witnessed to
Him with their friends and family. I
am excited that the Church has these
two new saints as examples for all of
the Church, but especially for our
young people.

Father Phong and I have been talking
about how wonderful it is to see young
couples with children at Mass at Saint
Cecilia.

I
want these parents to know how val-
ued you are by us and how much we
need your faith.
