8:27-60

We need not be

surprised at the

slowness of the

Apostles in

grasping the

messiahship of

Jesus. He did

not want the

crowds who

flocked to him to

know this until

later— after his

resurrection — because they had the idea that

the Messiah would be a political leader who

would set them free from their subjection to

pagan Rome. It was not until this occasion,

near Caesarea Philippi, over a year after he had

called them, that he admitted to his Apostles

that he was the Messiah. He charged them not

to make this fact known outside of their own

limited circle. To forestall and erase any wrong

ideas of a political leader which some of the

Apostles might have, he foretold the sufferings

and death he would have to endure at the

hands of the leaders of the Jews. He would be

conquered and humiliated by his enemies but

their victory would be short-lived--death would

not hold him --he would rise triumphant on the

third day.
