Updated DirecƟves During the Covid-19 Pandemic 

For the weekend of July 3-4, 2021 
IntroducƟon 
Given the reinstatement by the Bishops of New Jersey of the 
obligaƟon to aƩend Sunday Mass and the lessening of re-
stricƟons from the state, the following is provided as an im-
mediate update to the May 25 direcƟves. 
 
SƟll in effect:  Masks will no longer be required for fully vac-
cinated persons.  If not fully vaccinated, persons are strongly 
encouraged to follow CDC guidance and wear a face mask in 
public seƫngs.  Masks are sƟll required on public transit and 
in health care seƫngs, prisons, child-care faciliƟes and 
schools, among other places.  People will no longer be re-
quired to socially distance indoors or outdoors, although un-
vaccinated persons should conƟnue to maintain a safe dis-
tance from others. 
 
As of June 28, all indoor gathering limits were liŌed. 
 
Although these direcƟves represent a reducƟon of pandemic 
restricƟons, the local pastors/administrators/chaplains can 
impose stricter regulaƟons as needed.  These may include 
wearing masks, social distancing, and signing in for Mass or 
acƟviƟes.  
 
These direcƟves apply to all indoor and outdoor events. 
 
LITURGICAL MINISTERS 
All ministries may return to full service – altar servers, lectors, 
ushers, greeters and extraordinary ministers of Holy Commun-
ion.  Masks are no longer required for all vaccinated ministers, 
including those distribuƟng Communion (Priests, Deacons, and 
EMs).  However, masks may be worn for those who prefer to 
wear one during the liturgy. 
 
COMMUNION 
Communion on the tongue is now permiƩed.  Pastors may ac-
commodate this as needed in their parƟcular parish. 
 
At this Ɵme, Communion from the cup should not be distribut-
ed to the assembly. 

Priests, concelebrants, and deacons should receive from 
separate chalices. 
The cup may be given to the bride and groom at a nupƟal 
mass from a separate chalice.  
In cases where an individual can only receive from the cup, 
a chalice may be prepared in advance for Communion. 

 
SIGN OF PEACE 
The invitaƟon to share the Sign of Peace should conƟnue.  Pa-
rishioners could be reminded that it is not required to touch 
during the sign of peace.

ALTAR SERVERS 
Vaccinated altar servers, age 12 and over, altar servers may re-
sume their role with permission of their parents or guardians If 
they are under the age of 12 and are not yet eligible for vaccina-
Ɵon, they should wear masks. A parental permission form for 
altar servers under the age of 18 is required for those assisƟng in 
livestreaming Masses.  Please see the form following the direc-

OFFERTORY COLLECTION 
Ushers may take up the collecƟon at the proper Ɵme or baskets 
may be placed at the entrance of the church for the collecƟon. 
 
PRESENTATION OF THE GIFTS 
The procession to present the giŌs of bread and wine and the 
collecƟon can be resumed. 
 
BAPTISMAL FONTS  
BapƟsmal fonts and holy water receptacles may be filled. 
 
BAPTISM 
One vessel (or more) of fresh water should be blessed and used 
for bapƟzing. 
 
Music 
Vaccinated music ministers (cantors, choirs, etc.,) do not require 
masks or shields.  Music ministers who are not vaccinated should 
wear a mask.  All musical instruments are permiƩed. 
 
OUTDOOR MASSES 
Outdoor Masses may conƟnue as needed. 
 
SANITIZING 
The cleaning and saniƟzing of churches and common spaces 
should be done regularly.  It is not required aŌer every liturgy. 
 
PARISH MEETINGS 
Parish meeƟngs in person may resume. Those vaccinated are not 
required to wear masks for indoor meeƟngs nor are they re-
quired to maintain social distancing.  The same recommenda-
Ɵons for Mass apply to those not vaccinated.  

The Rite of ChrisƟan IniƟaƟon for Adults (RCIA)  is now ac-
cepƟng registraƟons for the Fall Session that will begin in Sep-
tember 2021. This is both given in English and Spanish. 

RCIA is the process by which adults are fully iniƟated into the 
Catholic faith community, intended for anyone over the age 
of 18 and could be any of the following unbapƟzed, a bap-
Ɵzed ChrisƟan from another denominaƟon, a bapƟzed Catho-
lic but has not received the Sacraments of Holy Communion & 
ConfirmaƟon and those who want to learn and grow in the 
Catholic Faith.

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Jeremiah 23 : 1 - 6

SUNDAY REFLECTION 
First Reading: Jeremiah 23:1-6 
The Lord promises to shepherd his people Israel. 
Second Reading: Ephesians 2:13-18 
Christ has reconciled us with God and united us in peace. 
Gospel Reading: Mark 6:30-34 
Jesus invites his disciples to rest after their ministry, and Je-
sus is moved with pity for the crowds who pursue them. 
Re lection 

Dr. Scott Kurtzman, chief of surgery at Waterbury Hospital, 
was on his way to deliver an 8:00 a.m. lecture when he wit-
nessed one of the worst crashes in Connecticut history. A 
dump truck, whose driver had lost control, ϐlipped on its side 
and skidded into oncoming trafϐic. The resulting accident 
involved twenty vehicles; four people died. 
Kurtzman immediately shifted into trauma mode. He worked 
his way through the mangled mess of people and metal, call-
ing out, “Who needs help?” 
After about ninety minutes, when all sixteen victims had 
been triaged and taken to area hospitals, Kurtzman climbed 
back into his car, drove to the medical school, and gave his 
lecture — two hours late. 
Over the years, Kurtzman has stopped at a half dozen crashes 
and assisted at three. “A person with my skills simply can’t 
drive by someone who’s injured,” says Kurtzman. “I refuse to 
live my life that way.” (Excerpt from “1001 Illustrations that 
Connect”) 
Dr. Kurtzman’s example gives us a glimpse into the intensity 
of Jesus’ compassion for others as described in verse 34 
of today’s Gospel, “his heart was moved …” A brief study into 
the Greek word used here can be helpful for us: 
σπλαγχνιʆζομαι (splagchnizomai) describes compassion as 
coming from the “inward parts,” coming from the heart, liver, 
lungs, etc., as well as from one’s emotions like affectation, 
pity, tenderness. In other words, Jesus did not merely feel a 
ϐleeting sentimental concern for the vast crowd. He felt a 
movement from his interior that strongly compelled him into 
action to meet the needs of the people. What was the need to 
be met? Certainly, bread for their hungry stomachs, but more 
importantly, their souls hungered for the word of life, so Je-
sus generously supplied. But in the context of this Gospel 
passage, there is one tiny detail worth noting that makes all 
the difference: the apostles and Jesus were trying to get away 
to rest after ministry! In other words, the crowds interrupted 
their plan for respite after a time of ministry. The apostles 
were tired and were heading “to a deserted place to rest   

a while.”  
Interruptions. That’s the key here. We all make our plans 
for the day, and we start to check off the items from the to-
do list. One by one, we go about our day with ours plans 
scribbled on a sticky note or on some app on our phone. 
And then it happens: that pesky interruption. Something 
happens that was not expected in our day that all of a sud-
den demands our attention. Maybe it’s a phone call from the 
school secretary saying that your child is sick; maybe your 
ϐlight is delayed, and you’re stuck on the tarmac; maybe 
your mom is calling you with inconsolable tears. Any num-
ber of unforeseeable events can dramatically change the 
direction and mood of the day, and yet it is unavoidable. My 
heart usually becomes instantly ϐilled with grumbling, not 
pity. Yes, sometimes there can be a feeling from within my 
interior, and usually it’s stress and anxiety, not compassion 
compelling me towards action. I have imagined what the 
personal responses of the apostles were at the situation. 
How did they respond? I bet that at least one of them might 
have responded the way I can to interruptions, ranging 
from, “How dare you interrupt me right now? Can’t you see 
I’m important and very busy?” to “C’mon man! Are you kid-
ding me? I was just about to enjoy my coffee and cinnamon 
roll!”  
For most of us, our interruptions aren’t usually of the ex-
traordinary, life-threatening kind, as in the story of Dr. 
Kurtzman. Rather, our interruptions are a part of the nor-
mal daily living in a modern setting. They happen at work, 
at home, at church, on vacation, on the commute to work or 
school, etc. Interruptions can be a source of irritation, and 
they can be an invitation to bless. We have the power to 
choose which!  

PRAYER 
Heavenly Father, open my eyes of faith to see 

Your illustrations of love 
in the interruptions of my life today. 

Lord, help me see these moments 
as opportunities to love and to accept 

Your love and the love of others. 
Help me share the good news of Your 

great love with everyone I know. 
Slow me down, so that I can receive 

and give to others. 
In Jesus’ Name, Amen.
