Homily-SixthSundayofEaster2022 
John 14:23-29 

 
ACTS OF THE APOSTLES 
  
From the earliest years of the Church, it was seen that God willed that the Church be opened to all people.  Since sal-
vation was from the Jews, shouldn’t non-Jewish members of the church live out the entire law in order to be saved?  
 
Paul was persecuted for proclaiming that God’s salvation was  for all people even those that didn’t live out the entire 
Jewish law.  Our readings shows that God is working in a new way as God is saving those who do not live out the en-
tire law.     
 
At the Council of Jerusalem, it was decided that the Gentiles did not have to follow all of the Jewish laws but had only 
to adhere to certain restrictions  regarding sexual practice, idolatry and food.  This seems like a good compromise to 
us.  For the people of the early church the idea that one did not have to live the entire law in order to be saved was 
radical.  The first reading reminds us that the God’s salvation is open to people of all cultures and lands. 
 
REVELATION 
 
The reading from the Book of Revelation gives us a symbolic description of the Church, the new Jerusalem.  It had a 
massive high wall. With twelve gates and on which were inscribed the names of the twelve tribes of the Israelites.  
The foundation of the city had twelve courses of stones on which were written the twelve  names of the twelve apos-
tles of the lamb.  The story of the twelve tribes and the twelve apostles are foundational to the identity of the re-
deemed community.  There is no temple in the city, as the new temple is the Lord God and the Lamb.  God had dwelt 
in the temple of Jerusalem, now God dwells in and among his people.  The redeemed community is open to all peo-
ple.   
 
John 14:23-29 
 
The one who loves Jesus and keeps his word will experience the abiding presence of Christ and the Father.  The one 
who does not love Christ does not hear his word and thus does not have access to the revelation of God.  Oneness 
with God is to be understood in terms of love.  God will love those who love Christ.  Christ and God will come to those 
who love Christ and make their home with them.  Those who love and believe in Christ can look forward to a future in 
which Christ and the Father will abide with them. 
 
The Paraclete, the Holy Spirit, who the Father will send in Christ’s name will teach believers all things, help them to 
remember all that Christ said to .  During his life Jesus dwelt with his disciples.  In the future the Holy Spirit will replace 
the presence of Jesus.  Jesus taught while on earth.  The Paraclete continues the work and mission of Jesus through 
the teaching of the Spirit and through helping the disciples remember the words of Jesus. The beginning of the time of 
the Paraclete marks a time of love, belief, joy and peace.  Jesus is initiating an in-between-time marked by his ab-
sence.  The Spirit Paraclete will continue the revealing task of Jesus.  The Paraclete means lawyer, advocate or coun-
selor. 
 
Jesus will give peace to the disciples which is from the Father.  In this peace the disciples will do greater works than 
Jesus.  Jesus challenges the disciples to not be troubled.  Untroubled hearts are the guarantee that the disciples have 
heard the words of Jesus and are holding fast to them.  In place of fear the disciples are to experience love, deepened 
belief and peace and joy. 
 
  ACTIVE PRESENCE OF THE EUCHARIST 
 
One of the ways that we experience the truth of today’s Gospel is the celebration of the Mass.    Christ and the Holy 
Spirit are present among us through the celebration of the Eucharist.  As we receive the whole person of Christ in the 
Mass may we make Christ present through our lives. 
 
 



Homilía-Sexto Domingo de Pascua 2022 
Juan 14:23-29 

 
HECHOS DE LOS APÓSTOLES 
  
Desde los primeros años de la Iglesia, se vio que Dios quiso que la Iglesia se abriera a todas las personas.  Dado que la salvación 
fue de los judíos, ¿no deberían los miembros no judíos de la iglesia vivir toda la ley para ser salvos?  
 
Pablo fue perseguido por proclamar que la salvación de Dios era para todas las personas, incluso para aquellas que no vivían toda 
la ley judía.  Nuestras lecturas muestran que Dios está obrando de una manera nueva a medida que Dios está salvando a aquellos 
que no viven toda la ley.   
 
En el Concilio de Jerusalén, se decidió que los gentiles no tenían que seguir todas las leyes judías, sino que sólo tenían que adhe-
rirse a ciertas restricciones con respecto a la práctica sexual, la idolatría y la comida.  Esto nos parece un buen compromiso.  Para 
la gente de la iglesia primitiva, la idea de que uno no tenía que vivir toda la ley para ser salvo era radical.  La primera lectura nos 
recuerda que la salvación de Dios está abierta a personas de todas las culturas y tierras. 
 
REVELACIÓN 
 
La lectura del libro del Apocalipsis nos da una descripción simbólica de la Iglesia, la nueva Jerusalén.  Tenía un enorme muro 
alto. Con doce puertas y en las que estaban inscritos los nombres de las doce tribus de los israelitas.  La fundación de la ciudad 
tenía doce cursos de piedras en los que estaban escritos los doce nombres de los doce apóstoles del cordero.  La historia de las 
doce tribus y los doce apostles son fundamentales para la identidad de la comunidad redimida.  No hay templo en la ciudad, ya 
que elnuevo templo es el Señor Dios y el Cordero.   Dios había habitado en el templo de Jerusalén, ahora Dios mora en y entre su 
pueblo.   La comunidad redimida está abierta a todas las personas.   
 
Juan 14:23-29 
 
El que ama a Jesús y cumple su palabra experimentará la presencia permanente de Cristo y del Padre.  El que no ama a Cristo no 
escucha su palabra y, por lo tanto, no tiene acceso a la revelación de Dios.  La unidad con Dios debe entenderse en términos de 
amor.  Dios amará a los que aman a Cristo.  Cristo y Dios vendrán a aquellos que aman a Cristo y hacen su hogar con ellos.  
Aquellos que aman y creen en Cristo pueden esperar un futuro en el que Cristo y el Padre permanezcan con ellos. 
 
El Paráclito, el Espíritu Santo, a quien el Padre enviará en el nombre de Cristo enseñará a los creyentes todas las cosas, les ayuda-
rá a recordar todo lo que Cristo dijo.  Durante su vida Jesús habitó con sus discípulos.  En el futuro, el Espíritu Santo reemplazará 
la presencia de Jesús.  Jesús enseñó mientras estuvo en la tierra.  El Paráclito continúa la obra y la misión de Jesús a través  de la 
enseñanza del Espíritu y  ayudando a los discípulos a recordar las palabras de Jesús.  El comienzo del tiempo del Paráclito marca 
un tiempo de amor, creencia, alegría y paz.  Jesús está iniciando un tiempo intermedio marcado por su ausencia.  El Espíritu Pará-
clito continuará la tarea reveladora de Jesús.  El Paráclito significa abogado, defensor o consejero. 
 
Jesús dará paz a los discípulos que son del Padre.  En esta paz los discípulos harán obras más grandes que Jesús.  Jesús desafía a 
los discípulos a no preocuparse.  Los corazones sin problemas son la garantía de que los discípulos han escuchado las palabras de 
Jesús y se aferran a ellas.  En lugar del miedo, los discípulos deben experimentar amor, creencia profundizada, paz y alegría. 
 
  PRESENCIA ACTIVA DE LA EUCARISTÍA 
 
Una de las formas en que experimentamos la verdad del Evangelio de hoy es la celebración de la Misa.    Cristo y el Espíritu San-
to están presentes entre nosotros a través de la celebración de la santa Eucaristía.  Al recibir toda la persona de Cristo en la Misa, 
podemos hacer presente a Cristo a través de nuestras vidas.
