Hello, parents!

Thank you all so much for showing interest in learning more about the dance program here at Saint John's. Classes will officially begin on Tuesday, September 17, and will from then on be every Tuesday and Thursday. Until then, I will be creating lesson plans and planning different activities for all of my students! 

Each week, classes will contain basic to intermediate ballet, lyrical, jazz, tap, and hip-hop technique/skills. In each month, ballet and lyrical will be taught the first week, jazz the second, tap the third, and hip-hop the fourth. At the end of each month, I am hoping to schedule a small showing where the parents can come in and see what their child/children have learned throughout the month. 

Classes will be from 4 to 4:45 for kids ages 5-8 at $14/class (I may end up changing it to 5-7, because there were a lot of younger kids who were interested) and from 5-6 for kids 9 and up at $18/class. 

I will also be sending out a weekly email containing all the information you will need to know for that following week (what attire to send your child in, what shoes to bring, etc.). Linked below is a list of the supplies that your child will need for class! Items can be found on Amazon or online shops such as Dancewear Solutions and Discount Dance. There are also a couple of dancewear stores around the area such as Step 'N Stretch in Woodbury and Elite Dancewear in Shoreview!

You are also not required to send your child to every class, but it is preferred that they at least come once a week! At the end of the month, I will send each of you an email with the dates that your child attended and how much is due for that month. If anyone has any issues with payment, please contact me separately and we will make it work. Payments are currently cash-only, but I am working on getting credit cards into the mix. 

I also understand that some of you are interested in signing your child up for private lessons as well! I will be giving private lessons in 30 min ($15), 45 min ($18), and 1 hour ($20) sessions. These lessons will be a lot more flexible and will be based on both my schedule as well as yours.

I am extremely grateful to St. John's for giving me this opportunity and am going to do my best to stay on top of things, but I am also a full-time student with other commitments as well. All I ask for is a little patience, especially during these first few starting months.
