The resurrection of Jesus is the greatest miracle that 
took place during his earthly stay. It is the foundation 
and the cornerstone of our Christian religion. The death 
of Jesus on Calvary proved that he was truly human. His 
resurrection showed that he was divine. The readings of 
today tell us that our Christian faith is first and foremost 
a response of belief to the person of the risen Christ who 
will be with us at all times. This belief embraces the 
realization that Jesus has won salvation for us by his 
sacrifice of the cross, as Peter explained in his 
sermon.  Like the first disciples of Jesus we too are 
called to be his witnesses in the world of today and 
spread the good news to all.
