PEDID Y SE OS DARA

La peticién que precede al Evangelio nos hace repetir las
palabras de Jesus: "Pedid y se os dara; vuestro Padre
sabe lo que necesitais". A Dios le gusta que pidamos.
Por eso cuando los discipulos le ruegan: "Enséfianos a
orar" El les da una lista de siete peticiones, el "Padre
nuestro". Cada vez que lo rezamos, extendemos nuestras
peticiones a todos los mundos: Nos preocupamos por el
plan de Dios, su hombre, su reino, su voluntad; luego
pedimos pan, perdén y fuerzas para superar las
tentaciones. Parece sencillo pero, claro, hay que pedir con
fe, con confianza y con amor.

Pedir con la creencia firme de que Dios puede darnos
lo que pedimos porgque conoce nuestras necesidades y
anhela socorrernos. Nos decimos creyentes y nadie duda
de nuestra buena fe, pero en ocasiones pareceria todo lo
contrario. Si no es asi, ¢por qué entonces recurrimos a
Dios como "la dltima opcion™?

Colgado de un arbol en un precipicio fue encontrado
un hombre congelado a un metro de la nieve. Se dice que
habia pedido ayuda a Dios y que éste le habria ofrecido su
ayuda a condicién de que soltase la cuerda a la que estaba
aferrado. Tal vez nos da un poco de pena porque le falté
fe, aunque seria mas justo que nos sintiéramos al menos
un poco identificados con él.

Pedir con la confianza de quien sabe que Dios le dara
todo lo que le pide. Muchas veces le pedimos "por si
acaso". No siempre nos acercamos con la certeza absoluta
de que saldremos satisfechos. En un pueblo agobiado por
la sequia se le pidié al sacerdote una procesién por los
campos para obtener la lluvia. Al dia siguiente se reunieron
todos y el sacerdote, notablemente contrariado, les
increpd: "¢, COmMo es que osais venir a suplicar la lluvia sin
paraguas? o vais por los paraguas o se acabd la
procesion”. Todos se volvieron por ellos y se hizo la
procesion. La lluvia vino ciertamente, pero méas por la
confianza del sacerdote que por la confianza de la
poblacién.

Pedir con amor. Ciertamente acudimos a Dios pero a
veces mas como funcionarios que como hijos. Y como hijos
deseamos no tanto satisfacer nuestros pequefnos
caprichos, sino cumplir la Voluntad de Dios. Sabemos que
Dios quiere lo mejor para nosotros y por ello pedimos ante
todo que se cumpla su Voluntad. Hacemos oracion de
peticion, no para convencer a Dios para que haga lo que
quiero, sino para que me convierta y pueda hacer yo
siempre lo que quiere Dios. Me pongo en sus manos. No le
pido que cambie su Voluntad por la mia sino que su
Voluntad se cumpla en mi.

Pedir es un arte y, para el que cree, confia y ama es una
expresion de su fe, de su esperanza y de su amor. Ojala
gue al salir de esta Misa recordemos que Dios sélo esta
esperando que pidamos, para concedernos lo que
necesitamos.

ASK AND YOU SHALL
RECEIVE

The petition that precedes the Gospel makes us repeat the
words of Jesus: "Ask and it will be given to you; your
Father knows what you need". God likes us to ask. That
is why when the disciples beg him: "Teach us to pray" he
gives them a list of seven petitions, the "Our Father". Every
time we pray it, we extend our petitions to all the worlds: We
care about God's plan, his name, his kingdom, his will; then
we ask for bread, forgiveness and strength to overcome
temptations. It seems simple but, of course, you have to ask
with faith, trust and love.

Ask with the firm belief that God can give us what we
ask because he knows our needs and longs to help us. We
call ourselves believers and no one doubts our good faith,
but sometimes it would seem quite the opposite. If not, why
then do we turn to God as "the last option"?

Hanging from a tree on a cliff, a man was found
frozen a meter from the snow. It is said that he had asked
God for help and that God would have offered him his help
on the condition that he let go of the rope to which he was
clinging. Perhaps it makes us a little sad because he lacked
faith, although it would be fairer if we felt at least a little
identified with him.

Ask with the confidence of someone who knows that
God will give you everything you ask for. Many times we
ask "just in case". We do not always approach with the
absolute certainty that we will leave satisfied. In a drought-
stricken town the priest was asked for a procession through
the fields to get the rain. The next day they all met and the
priest, noticeably annoyed, rebuked them: "How is it that
you dare to come to beg for rain without an umbrella? Either
you go for the umbrellas or the procession is over."
Everyone turned for them and the procession began. The
rain certainly came, but more because of the trust of the
priest than because of the trust of the population.

Ask with love. Certainly we go to God but sometimes more
as officials than as children. And as children we want not so
much to satisfy our little whims, but rather to fulfill the Will of
God. We know that God wants the best for us and therefore
we ask above all that his Will be fulfilled. We make a
prayer of petition, not to convince God to do what | want,
but so that | convert and can always do what God wants. |
put myself in your hands. | do not ask you to change your
Will for mine, but rather that your Will be fulfilled in me.

Asking is an art and, for those who believe, trust and love,
it is an expression of their faith, their hope and their love.
Hopefully as we leave this Mass we remember that God is
only waiting for us to ask, to grant us what we need.
