The Raising of Lazarus  
 

The raising of Lazarus reveals that Jesus does not stand at a distance from 
human suffering. He comes to the tomb, He weeps, and He enters the places 
we would rather avoid. In Lazarus’ story, we see our own: the parts of life that 
feel sealed behind stones, the disappointments we have buried, the sins we 
cannot seem to escape, the hopes we have quietly declared dead. Jesus does 
not ask us to pretend these places don’t exist. He asks us to show Him where 
they are. 
 

When Jesus cries out, “Lazarus, come out,” He speaks a word that is stronger 
than death, stronger than fear, stronger than the things that bind us. 
Resurrection begins not when everything is perfect, but when we allow Christ 
to call us forward even while we are still wrapped in burial cloths. The miracle 
is not only that Lazarus walks out of the tomb, but that Jesus insists he be 
unbound. God’s desire is not simply to revive us, but to free us. 
 

This Gospel invites us to trust that nothing in our lives is beyond the reach of 
Christ’s voice. Wherever we feel stuck, defeated, or spiritually lifeless, Jesus 
stands before that place and calls us by name. As we draw near to Holy Week, 
we are reminded that the same Lord who raised Lazarus is preparing to enter 
His own tomb—and to break open every grave that holds us. His promise is not 
symbolic. It is personal: “I will open your graves and bring you up from them.” 
May we have the courage to step into the light He offers.
