WHY WE DO THE THINGS WE DO

Did you ever wonder where many of our expressions and
customs come from?

We often talk about June brides. At one time that was the
month when most weddings took place. In the olden days,
people took a bath only once a year—in May. So, the bride
smelled her freshest in May and June. How did the practice
come about of the bride carrying a bouquet of flowers?
Hopefully the aroma of the flowers would cover up her body
odor.

And speaking of weddings, what is the origin of the father
accompanying his daughter down the aisle, and then offering
her hand to the groom? At one time, the father did not “give
away” his daughter. As he handed her to the groom, the groom
was handing him a dowry. He was buying her. Maybe this is
why more and more brides today come down the aisle with
both their mother and father.

We also have the expression, “don’t throw the baby out with
the bath water.” When bathing was a yearly event, the whole
family bathed in the same tub. The father went first, then the
mother, and then the children starting with the oldest. When it
came time for the baby, the water was black. If the baby went
under, you wouldn’t be able to see them, hence the expression.

The animals used to warm themselves by laying on a thatched
roof. Ifit rained, the roof got slippery and they often fell off. As
so it really was “raining cats and dogs”.

There was very little meat at that time. My sister and her
husband once visited our German relatives. They were poor
farmers. They served my sister meat, but they only ate the fat.
After dinner, they sat around and talked. They enjoyed
“chewing the fat.”

At one time, they dug up graves and reused them. Sometimes
they found scratch marks on the inside of the grave which
meant the person had been buried alive. So, they then buried
people with a string tied around their finger. The string went
above ground and was attached to a bell. They could be saved
by pulling the string and ringing the bell. They were truly
“saved by the bell.”

If my teachers had told me more stuff like this, maybe I
wouldn’t have dozed off so often. Maybe.

Y hablando de bodas, ;cudl es el origen de que el padre
acompafie a su hija hasta el altar y luego ofrezca su mano al
novio? En otros tiempos, el padre no “entregaba” a su hija. Al
entregérsela al novio, éste le entregaba una dote. La estaba
comprando. Quiza por eso, hoy en dia, cada vez mas novias
llegan al altar acompariadas de su padre y de su madre.

También tenemos la expresion “no tires al bebé con el agua del
bafio”. Cuando el bafio era un acontecimiento anual, toda la
familia se bafiaba en la misma bafiera. Primero iba el padre,
luego la madre y después los hijos, empezando por el

mayor. Cuando llegaba el momento del bebé, el agua era
negra. Si el bebé se sumergia, no se le veia, de ahi la
expresion.

Los animales se calentaban tumbados en un tejado de paja. Si
llovia, el tejado resbalaba y a menudo se caian. Asi que
realmente “llovia a cantaros”.

En aquella época habia muy poca carne. Mi hermana y su
marido visitaron una vez a nuestros parientes alemanes. Eran
campesinos pobres. Le sirvieron carne a mi hermana, pero sélo
comieron la grasa. Después de cenar, se sentaban a

charlar. Disfrutaban “masticando la grasa”.

En una época, desenterraban tumbas y las reutilizaban. A
veces encontraban marcas de arafiazos en el interior de la
tumba, lo que significaba que la persona habia sido enterrada
viva. Entonces, enterraban a la gente con un cordel atado
alrededor del dedo. La cuerda llegaba hasta la superficie y
estaba atada a una campana. Si tiraban de la cuerda y hacian
sonar la campana, se salvaban. Eran realmente “salvados por
la campana”.

Si mis profesores me hubieran contado més cosas como ésta,
quiza no me habria quedado dormido tan a menudo. Tal vez.

MEMORIAL OPPORTUNTIES
We have several ways that you can remember
your loved ones at St. Mary's.

Mass intentions: Mass intentions are listed in the bulletin and
announced during Mass. Suggested offerings are $15 for weekday
Masses and $20 for weekend Masses.

Bread and Wine: This offering covers the cost of the bread and
wine we use during the week. This offering is listed in the bulletin
and announced at weekend Masses. Suggested offering is $35.
Altar Flowers: This offering covers the cost of the flowers on the
altar during the week. This offering is listed in the bulletin and
announced at weekend Masses. Suggested offering is $50.

Vigil Lights: Vigil Lights are the candles in the vestibule of the
church which burn for one year. A small plaque can be placed on
the candle commemorating your loved one. Offering is $100 for
one year (with the option to renew every year) and $25 to engrave
the plaque. We currently have 3 vigil lights available.

Paving Stones: You can have a stone with your loved one's name
placed in our prayer garden which will remain in perpetuity and be
cleaned on a regular basis. Stones are $350. Please be aware that
it may take several months for your stone to be engraved and
placed.

Tree of Life: In the vestibule of the church, you will see our Tree of
Life, which has the names of people who have died. Leaves are
$500 and stones are $1,000.

Active Seniors: We are a group for men and women over 55. We meet regularly, host speakers and plan trips and outings to
promote community.

Filipino Ministry: We are a lay ministry of St. Mary’s Parish. Most of us are both affiliate members of Our Lady of Fatima
Prayer Group and the Missionary Families of Christ. We pray the Rosary and recite the Chaplet of the Divine Mercy. We meet
on a regular basis as a household to worship, pray and hold fellowship.

Book Group Ministry: We are a group of parishioners who gather to read and discuss books based on religious and spiritual
themes.

Marriage Preparation: We are a team of married St. Mary’s couples who lead an interactive and uplifting seminar illustrating
aspects of a successful Catholic Christian marriage. We use personal experiences, small group discussions and base the day on
the St. Mary’s Franciscan spirit of openness.

Men’s Book Group: We are a group of men who meet throughout the year to read and discuss books on faith.

OCIA (Order of Christian Initiation of Adults): The OCIA is designed for adults as a process for people who wish to become
part of the Catholic community of faith including those who have never been Baptized, Catholics who have been Baptized but
never received the sacraments of First Eucharist or Confirmation, and those from a different faith who wish to convert to
Catholicism.

Religious Education: Religious education begins a lifelong process that helps children develop a strong religious foundation
which will continue with their family, community and the Church. Religious Education and the Confirmation program provides
religious education and sacramental preparation vital to a child’s development as a Catholic.

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La solemnidad del Cuerpo y la Sangre del Sefior, conocida
también como Corpus Christi, es una de las celebraciones méas
profundas y significativas de nuestra fe catélica. En este dia,
recordamos y adoramos el gran misterio de la Eucaristia, en el
que Jesus mismo se nos da como alimento espiritual. El nombre
"Corpus Christi", que significa "Cuerpo de Cristo" en latin, nos
