Faith Formation: St. Nicholas
St. Nicholas lived in early 300's in what is now
Turkey. As a child, he had a great love for God that led
him to pray often and study hard. He eventually became
a priest and an abbot of a monastery and spent his life
helping the poor and innocent. Most notably, there was a
man who had 3 daughters but no dowry for their
marriage. The man had planned to sell the daughters
into slavery until Nicholas, in the dark of night, flung
bags of gold into the man's window for their dowry. He
had saved these girls' lives! St. Nicholas never
expected anything in return for his loving deeds; he
knew that loving God meant helping others.
