I would like to briefly explain the music selections for the funeral Mass. Like the first and
second readings, responsorial psalm, and Gospel, the Church gives us specific scripture, both
sung and spoken, that is to be used at the Holy Mass. Among the proper music to the funeral
Mass are the Entrance Antiphon, Responsorial Psalm, Communion, Final Commendation, and
Procession to the Place of Burial. These texts are specific, proper, to the funeral liturgy and are
asked to be given precedence over other hymns or music settings. The propers aid in the
ancient Tradition and Teaching of the Church to pray for the dead, specifically through the
sacrifice of the Mass. It is for this reason that the selections given in this guide are provided for
your consideration.
