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JESUS TEACHES WHAT IT MEANS TO BE HAPPY 
 

 Every year the Church recalls the example, witness, and prayer of the holy women and men who have 
been identified by the Church as Saints. These saints are more than just role models; they are family members 
with whom we continue to share relation, in a bond of prayer, called the Communion of Saints. Every year 
when we celebrate this day, the Gospel we proclaim recalls for us Jesus' teaching about happiness, the 
Beatitudes. We quickly note in this reading that none of those Jesus names as “blessed” or “happy” are ex-
pected . . . the poor in spirit, the meek, the persecuted. Jesus' blueprint for happiness reflects little of what the 
world might call happiness. 

 What does Jesus mean when he uses the word “blessed?” This word is sometimes translated as 
“happy” or “fortunate” or “favored.” In other words, Jesus is saying that divine favor is upon those who are 
poor, who mourn, who are persecuted. This might have been welcome and surprising news to the crowds who 
heard Jesus that day. 

 The Beatitudes can be understood as a framework for Christian living. Because of this, it is natural that 
we proclaim this Gospel on the Feast of All Saints. Saints are people who lived the spirit of the Beatitudes as 
Jesus lived. On this day, we too are challenged to model our lives on the spirit and promises of the Beatitudes.

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Dear Friends, 
 

The 2020 growing season approaches its end. 
Among the last flowers to bloom are the 
chrysanthemums. These were not new in the garden 
this year. There were five patches of mums in 
various places in the garden that I brought together 
in one corner last spring. They started to bloom in 
the past few days. Most of them are purple or white. 
But right in the biggest pillow of purple blooms, 
there's that one little yellow one. How did it get 
there? Nature often fascinates us with these little 
surprises! 
 

These past few months, I pray for our nation every 
day. I hope you do too. I'm praying because we as a 
nation - one among many countries - are going 
through a terrible pandemic. People are suffering. 
Many have lost loved ones. Most of us have been 
inconvenienced in some significant way. We, as a 
parish, have been striving to remain united and to 
remain faithful.  We know that Jesus is with us as 
we go through this.   
I also pray because of the political and social 
tensions our society faces right now. We especially 
need to pray for our nation these next few weeks up 
to the election and the period after. We need to pray 
for peace and unity as a country. 
 

Yesterday, the Archdiocese of Philadelphia 
presented another webinar concerning liturgy and 
other parish activities during the current stage of 
the pandemic. They included preparation 
for Advent and Christmas. They have encouraged 
us to continue with the standard precautions: the 
wearing of masks, Holy Communion in the hand, 
social distancing, limiting occupancy, and frequent 
sanitizing. At the same time, they ask us 
to persuasively encourage the return to in-person 
participation at Mass and other parish activities, 
especially for those in good health.  
 

Our staff met immediately after the webinar to 
discuss how we can implement the guidelines.  We 
plan to continue our vigilance regarding the 
procedures mentioned above, and at the same time 
change the seating of the pews 
from every third pew to every other pew sometime 
in November.   

They encourage a certain amount of uniformity of 
practice throughout the Archdiocese, and most 
parishes are now seating every other pew.   
We will, of course, continue to live stream our 
Masses. 
 

Finally, I leave you with the website to the US 
Catholic Bishops' pastoral document on political 
responsibility as Catholics. Many of you have read 
it before, but it's always good to look at it again. 
Please visit https://www.usccb.org/issues-and-
action/faithful-citizenship/upload/forming-
consciences-for-faithful-citizenship.pd to access a 
copy of Forming Consciences for Faithful 
Citizenship.  It is crucial for us as Catholic citizens 
to study the issues, the candidates, and prayerfully 
make our selections, asking the Holy Spirit to guide 
us to the correct choice. 
 

As always, let us continue to pray for each other.
