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Dear Parishioners,  
 

This weekend we celebrate as Church our annual birthday commemorating the arrival of the Holy Spirit, 
infusing within the disciples of Christ the gifts that allowed them to go forth to preach and teach all na-
tions. These gifts were not only shared with the disciples but are shared with every baptized Christian giv-
en to us as we assume the role of a disciple of Christ.  
 

Pentecost is truly a time of great rejoicing for us as members of the Church because it reminds us of what 
we have been called to do and how to go about doing it. It reminds us that those who followed Christ while on 
earth shared the same doubts, skepticism, and questions we often have as we navigate our daily challenges. It re-
minds us that if we utilize these gifts of the Holy Spirit, we can, like the disciples, put aside our fears, conquer our 
doubts, and find answers to our questions of faith.  
 

One of the drawbacks of spiritual gifts, especially in a material world, is that we cannot see them as we might want. 
We know that they have been given, but we often fail to use them, especially the gift of UNDERSTANDING, be-
cause we forget or ignore its spiritual power. Each day, we are called upon to use the WISDOM of God as we 
manage major and minor decisions related to our spiritual journey, as well as the journey of others with whom we 
are in a relationship. We fail at times to have a sense of KNOWLEDGE that mingles with the wisdom of God in 
our lives, making human choices that often fail. We can easily avoid the COURAGE to stand up for what is right 
and just because we still fear the ramifications that might alienate us from others who disagree.  
 

Managing the ups and downs of our daily lives can be complicated. God understood that when we were created 
with free will. This allows us to make choices, but without the grace of the Holy Spirit, we would find ourselves at 
odds with God rather than in communion with God. As we join together this weekend in prayer, let us set aside 
what we fear or doubt and engage in the empowerment of the Holy Spirit, who guides us as the Church and as indi-
viduals united by our common Baptism. Let us use the gift of RIGHT JUDGMENT and AWE in the presence of 
God to send us forth as his disciples, bringing ourselves and others to challenge what needs to be challenged in our 
world, resting assured that the God who created us will be there always in the abiding presence of the Holy Spirit 
to see that we increase our faith by the FORTITUDE given to us as his followers.
