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Guidelines for St. Timothy’s Overseas Project (S.T.O.P) Project Selection


1.	The project must serve many in the community, not just a few.

2.	The project description should be outlined well, describing in detail the goals and objectives of how the project will provide long-term change.

3.	More specifically, projects to be funded may include but not limited to:
· Buildings: such as churches, schools, and pastoral centers to provide a means to gather people together for education or serve the community in some way.
1. Buildings will only be funded to supplement a primary self-help based project in accordance with the criteria.
2. The major emphasis in project proposals should be placed upon programmatic needs.
· Water Projects
1. Equipment such as tractors, water pumps, generators, buses or jeeps to transport people in need to a place where they can be helped, including but not limited to hospitals, clinics, schools, and churches.
1. Equipment will only be funded to supplement a primary self-help based project in accordance with the criteria.

4.	We generally don’t fund a project in the same geographical location two years in a row.

· The groups affiliated with the chosen project(s) may vary from year to year.  

·  Requirements for the organization submitting the project:
1. The organization must be tax-exempt under section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code.
2. The organization must have a United States contact.
3. The organization must have a United States bank account directly connected to them.

5.	Between one and three projects may be funded in one year depending on the number of proposals received.

6. Projects must have 501(c)(3) status and must have an office located in the United States. 
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
