The children should have a basic understanding of the sacraments. 

1. What is a sacrament? 
A sacrament is a holy sign given to us by Jesus to give us grace. 

2. What is grace?	Grace is the gift of God’s life and love within us through the power of the Holy Spirit. 

3. What is Baptism?	Baptism is the sacrament by which we are welcomed into God’s family, the Church. Through Baptism we become children of God. We are baptized with water. As the priest pours water over our forehead, he says “I baptize you in the name of the Father, and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit.”  

4. What is Penance, also known as Reconciliation?    

· Reconciliation is the sacrament by which, when we are sorry for our sins, we receive God’s forgiveness. 

· Confession is telling our sins to the priest. 
· The Act of Contrition is our prayer of sorrow for our sins. 
· Absolution is the prayer of God’s forgiveness (prayed by the priest).
· Penance is also a prayer or action that shows we are truly sorry for our sins by making reparation (making up) for the sins. 

5. What is sin?   A sin is choosing to do what is wrong or failing to do what is right or good.
