
St. Joseph Parish – Confirmation Service Requirements 

Service is an indispensable part of the Christian faith where we are challenged to live as 

witnesses of the Gospel. When the Apostles first received the gift of the Holy Spirit, they did not 

remain in the house they were hiding but went out into the world and began their ministry. As 

candidates prepare for Confirmation, they should also understand we are not meant to be closed 

off in privatized faith but a part of the community. “True faith in the incarnate Son of God is 

inseparable from self-giving, from membership in the community, from service, from 

reconciliation with others” (Evangelii Gaudium 88). By making a gift of ourselves through 

service, we become more closely united with the Church in her mission of evangelization, help 

others in need of our charity, and discover who we are as persons made by and for love.  

 

This is why as part of the requirements for Confirmation, candidates are asked to complete 20 

hours of service. Please bear in mind the following guidelines for service hours: 

• Service work for commercial businesses will not be accepted, nor work that results in 

payment. Service work should be for non-profit organizations or other unpaid volunteer 

work.  

• Candidates are highly encouraged to serve within the greater community beyond just 

their neighbors and relatives.  

• Political activities and campaign work will not be counted towards the completion of 

service requirements. 

• If their school already requires service hours, candidates may use those hours to help 

fulfill Confirmation service requirements.
