Old Business 

· School Report – Paula Simpson – Introduction of Ms. Simpson. This year we need to focus on fundraising. We budgeted for 90 students and have 73 as of today. It was recently voted by the parish finance committee to reverse the amount that the parish and school subsidize. The PTO will be subsidizing $10,000 instead of $8,000 per month. It is currently in the bank, but to keeping it from being depleted helps us to make up the difference needed for this year and monies needed for the future.

Financial Report – Emily Nielsen reported that the PTO computer bit the dust and was unable to retrieve the finances from it. Fr. Tony has files for last year with all of that information and will give it to Emily to bring up to date.

A motion made to take Fr Tony off of Bank card and add Fr. Nick, Emily, and Ms. Simpson. Motion was made by Melissa Scuimbato and seconded by Erin Baird, all were in favor. A copy of the minutes needs to be taken to the bank, they have already been informed about the change.






New Business	

· Vice President Nominations and Elections – 
Motion was made by Emily Nielsen and seconded by Rachael Garman to nominate Bridget Maldonado and Kaylain Cirilo for joint Vice-Presidents for the 2020-21 school year. All were in favor.

She will visit with Jazmin Enriquez who publishes the bulletin and see if it is OK for the PTO to take that project over, with the proceeds to go towards paying for the copy paper and copy expenses of the Parish and School. Kailey Reyna made the motion to pursue bulletin ads, Mary Ann Ramirez seconded, All in favor.

· Catholic Life Insurance Tickets – Sell those tickets, it’s free money, Mayra Venegas will help package tickets. The good thing about the raffle tickets is that Catholic Life supplies the prices and we get to keep the money. In the past PTO gave local money prizes to top sellers, that will be looked at to see if it should be an object or remain money. It was discussed that we need incentive for kids that they can see. 

· Elaine McNutt explained the concept of a “God Mother” for each class in addition to a room mother. This person would be the liaison for the teacher.  Expect a phone call. Edith Sanchez excepted the head room mother position.


Spirit Sticks – Discussion was held about what they are, how children receive them, and when they are available. Emily Nielsen will take over and sell for school.
