STEWARDSHIP IN SCRIPTURE

The word “family” presents evocative images.
Rooted in the description of an individual group
made up of parents and children it is a
relationship so fundamental that we must not
lose sight of its importance. In a sense all
families are holy but today we celebrate our
Holy Family (note the capitals). Only three days
ago we welcomed Jesus again as the child he
was at birth. True God and true man his
humanity placed him in the loving care of his
parents, Mary and Joseph. Not so remarkable in
itself as that welcome has been repeated since,
one supposes, humanity began. The difference
of course is that this baby was God entering our
world as one like us. Although there is very little
written of his actual childhood we do know that
he was raised as a man of faith, a learned and
good Jew. As is still true today, the first and
foremost teachers of faith are our family. Even if
‘book” learning isn’'t stressed, the example of
parents and siblings is a fundamental
foundation for a person’s faith life. True, as we
mature we take on our own individual
responsibility for growth as a person of faith. But
the foundation of our moral and interpersonal
life remains, as in a building, often unseen but
so important. With the example of the Holy
Family to guide us we owe it to ourselves to
reflect on the roots from which our faith springs.
Parents with a sense of responsibility for good
example and children (no matter their age) with
openness to parental guidance ... by our human
families but also as God'’s beloved children.

EL VENCEDOR VENCIDO

Ruth protegié con su cuerpo al pequefio Jacob, y la
espada del soldado, destinada a dar muerte al nifio, en
su lugar sego el cuello de la madre.

Se dice que cualquier madre esta dispuesta a dar la

vida por su hijo. Pero, en el caso de Ruth, el sacrificio
tuvo mas de religioso que de instintivo. Hacia apenas
dieciocho meses que lo habia dado a luz, a los cuaren-
ta y seis afios, cuando ya no albergaba esperanza al-
guna de ser bendecida con un fruto de sus entranas.
Después, al tenerlo al fin entre sus brazos, se dio
cuenta de que el nifio habia dejado algo en su interior.
No era nada material: era como un rayo de luz, una
esperanza, la intuicion de que aquella criatura habia
nacido para desempefar una mision asignada por
Yahveh. Por eso, cuando los soldados enviados por el
rey Herodes para matar a todos los nifios nacidos en
Belén durante los dos ultimos afios irrumpieron en su
casa, se apodero de su alma la idea de que la misioén
nacida de Dios era mas importante que su propia vida.
No fueron las células, fue el espiritu quien movio el
cuerpo de Ruth para que cubriese al pequeno y pre-
servase la misién encomendada por Yahveh a aquel
nifio.
Andrés, el padre de Jacob, aterido de miedo, se aga-
zapaba en el rincon de la estancia y se tapaba la cara
con las manos, incapaz de contemplar aquel espec-
taculo. No habia nacido para héroe; y, a sus mas de
sesenta afios, las fuerzas le flaqueaban. El soldado
quedo petrificado al ver rodar la cabeza de la madre.
Tras unos segundos de indecision, apretd de nuevo la
espada entre sus manos para degollar también al nifio.
Pero, en ese momento, las pupilas del pequefio se
clavaron en las suyas con una mirada tan dulce y se-
vera a la vez que parecia que el propio Dios lo estuvie-
ra reprendiendo a través de aquellos ojos. Su mano se
detuvo. Sefal6 con la espada al pobre Andrés y le dijo:
«jLlévatelo, corre, huye, y jamas digas nada a nadie
sobre esto, o el nifio moriral»

Era costumbre en Israel, sobre todo entre las familias
procedentes de la diaspora, que los nifios tuviesen,
ademas de su nombre hebreo, un nombre griego. Por
eso Andrés (conocido también por su nombre griego)
decidié que su hijo fuera llamado «vencedor del pue-
blo», en recuerdo de aquel episodio en que los solda-
dos de Herodes fueron derrotados por su mirada.
«Naciste de nuevo aquel dia, hijo», le conté cuando el
nino fue capaz de asimilar su historia. Y le prohibio
terminantemente hablar de ello jamas. «jDebi decirse-
lo! jDebi decirselo! ¢Por qué no se lo dije?»... Estas
palabras las pronuncié aquel nifio, «vencedor del pue-
blo», treinta afios después, mientras ungia el cadaver
de un hombre de su edad ante su desconsolada ma-
dre. La mujer, cuyo corazon estaba taladrado después
de haber visto morir a su hijo Unico

en el mas cruel de los suplicios, lo miraba con carifio y
atencion mientras el joven expandia la mirra por el ca-
daver destrozado del reo. «;Coémo te llamas, hijo?
¢ Por qué estas aqui? 4 Y por qué dices eso? ;De qué
lo conocias?». La madre pronuncio seguidas las tres
preguntas, y era su voz como un rio de dolor que reco-
rria dulcemente un cauce inconmensurable.

«Mi nombre, sefora, es “vencedor del pueblo”, Nicode-
mo. Yo estuve con su hijo, hablé con él durante toda
una noche, y él me repetia, una y otra vez, que debia
nacer de nuevo. Yo recordaba que mi padre me habia
dicho que naci de nuevo cuando mi madre murié para
salvarme de los soldados de Herodes, pero tenia
prohibido hablar sobre ello. Por eso le pregunté si pre-
tendia que entrase de nuevo en el vientre de mi ma-
dre, pero él no me respondié. Debi decirle que ya ha-
bia nacido dos vecesn.
El ya lo sabia, hijo» -respondié la mujer-, «pero no es
cierto que entonces nacieras de nuevo. Simplemente,
por el sacrificio de tu madre seguiste viviendo porque
estabas destinado a vivir para ungir a mi Hijo. El, sin
embargo, estaba destinado a morir para que tu, hoy,
nacieses de nuevo. Tu has rociado a mi Hijo con mirra,
El te rocia con su sangre. Eres un hombre nuevo, y tu
vida comienza hoy. Hace treinta afios escapaste de los
soldados por la sangre de tu madre. Hoy, por la sangre
de mi Hijo, escapas del Maligno y de sus tinieblas para
vivir en la luz. “Vencedor del pueblo”, Nicodemo, hoy
has sido dulcemente derrotado por Dios... jHijo mio!»

| just got back from the National Conference of
Catholic Youth Ministers in San Antonio. I've
been two a couple before, but | have to say,
that this one was the most inspiring. 3 of the 4
keynotes were so full of passion, honesty, and
love (the other one wasn’t that great, I'll be hon-
est). Some of the people | met on the trip were
just inspiring by the way they live their lives and
how open they are to God.

On
the first night | was in San Antonio, someone
was sharing with me their very recent story of
struggles in faith. He had been praying about
some serious stuff and very soon after felt like
he was in a very dark place spiritually.

At the end of the conference, he was ap-
proached by a woman that he had met before
briefly and the only thing he told her was his
contact info. She came up and started talking to
him about his struggles with faith (again, some-

thing he did not even remotely share with her
previously) and not to be afraid and to know
that he was a testimony to God. It was truly re-
markable. When she first started talking to him,
my first thought was that he had shared with
her what he shared with me about his struggles.
When he told me afterwards that he didn't, |
was like, what the heck?!

You will withess amazing things, miracles even,
when you are open to the amazingness of God.

The next NCCYM is in 2016 and will be right
here, in our diocese of San Jose! They are
combining with our Diocesan Faith Formation
Conference for a super ultimate conference. It's
going to be a lot of work but lots of fun to have
about SIX THOUSAND Catholic youth minis-
ters, catechists, and teachers from all over the
country (and Canada) together to be inspired.
