Matthew Kelley in the opening paragraph of his 
book Four Signs of a Dynamic Catholic gives 
us a glimpse of what this empowering of the Holy 
Spirit should mean to each of us as Catholic 
Christians.  He writes, “Transforming people one 
at a time is at the heart of God’s plan for the 
world.  It is also essential to developing dynamic 
marriages, loving families, vibrant parish 
communities, thriving economies and 
extraordinary nations…Every time you become a-
better-version-of-yourself, the consequences of 
your transformation echo through your marriage, 
family, parish, nation and beyond to people and 
places in the future.  It is God who does the 
transforming, but only to the extent that we 
cooperate, God’s grace is constant, never 
lacking.  So our cooperation with God’s desire to 
transform us is essential; it is the variable.  Are 
you willing to let God transform you?” 
At the heart of evangelization is the cooperation 
with God’s plan in our life.  Jesus has called you 
by name and invites you to walk with him and to 
receive the gift of the Holy Spirit. As a parish we 
continue to witness the Gospel message of Jesus 
Christ in word and in action as we grow in the 
love of God and neighbor.   
Pentecost is a call to action, an invitation to 
transformation in and through the love of God as 
we pray, Come Holy Spirit, fill the hearts of 
your faithful and enkindle in them the fire of 
your love. Send fourth your Spirit and they 
shall be created.  And you shall renew the 
face of the earth.

STEWARDSHIP IN SCRIPTURE 
by Deacon Rick  

The Solemnity of Pentecost celebrates the gift of 
the Holy Spirit. In the Gospel of John, Jesus 
breathes on the disciples and says, “Receive the 
Holy Spirit.” We celebrate the first Pentecost as 
the birth of the Church, when the Spirit 
descended on believers from many nations. In the 
sacrament of Confirmation the Bishop says, “Be 
sealed with the gift of the Holy Spirit” ... and there 
are many other references to the presence of the 
Holy Spirit. In Paul’s letter to the Philippians the 
Spirit is referred to as the Spirit of Jesus, in 
John’s Gospel Jesus says that the Father will 
send the Holy Spirit in his name. We know that 
the Holy Spirit is the third person of the Trinity. All 
these descriptions help us to understand the 
Pentecost experience not as the coming of God 
who was not there before but instead as a 
recognition of God as indwelling Spirit who is with 
us. The words used in Confirmation describe the 
Holy Spirit as gift that imparts within us the very 
gifts of God. But, like many of the ways in which 
God is present to us, it asks that we  recognize 
God’s presence. God invites our awareness, our 
seeking, our prayer; leading us to an 
understanding not of a God “out there,” but rather 
God with us. Our creator God who sent his Son to 
bring us salvation by following his commandment 
to “love one another” dwells within us bringing us 
strength and goodness … enabling us to live in 
joy and grace no matter the circumstances of our 
worldly life. Whisper a prayer of thanks and share 
that Good News.

LITURGY WORSHIP 
REFLECTION: Pentecost is 
the conclusion of the holy fifty 
(50) days after Easter Sunday 
and marks the exaltation of Je-
sus Christ and the giving of the 
Holy Spirit by this glorified 
Christ.  Jesus Christ in today’s 
Gospel, Jn. 20:19-23,   tells the Apostles and us: “As 
the Father has sent me, so I send you.  Receive the 
Holy Spirit.”  We see that the Holy Spirit in the first 
reading, Acts 2:1-11, comes upon the Apostles, giv-
ing them the ability to speak in tongues.  The second 
reading, 1 Cor. 12:3b-7, 12-13, tells us that we are 
baptized in the ONE Spirit into a single body, the 
Church.  All of us have been given to drink of the 
ONE Spirit. Pentecost is the conclusion of the holy 
fifty (50) days of Easter and marks the exaltation of 
Jesus Christ

Yes, we are the Church and are celebrating the 
Feast of Pentecost this weekend, the birth of the 
Church.

GOZO Y MELANCOLÍA EN LA  
ASCENSIÓN DEL SEÑOR ~ Segunda Parte 

 
 

Ante una declaración de Amor realizada en el 
madero de una Cruz y sellada con un temblor de 
tierra, sólo puede responderse desde esa misma 
Cruz en la que los sentidos quedan rasgados de 
parte a parte para que el alma se escape a las 
alturas. Y así, a la vez que los ojos y el corazón 
son taladrados por la ausencia del Amado, el es-
píritu se llena de presencia y se empapa de luz. 
Esa “alegría inefable y transfigurada” es la pos-
esión real de Aquél a quien no vemos, pero que 
habita realmente en nosotros.  
“Ya no soy yo quien vive. Es Cristo quien vive en 
mí” (Gál 2, 20). La efusión del Espíritu y su inhab-
itación en el alma del cristiano resuelve la para-
doja: Jesús, sí, se ha ido al Cielo. Pero no se ha  
marchado lejos, como creen los ojos, porque el 
Cielo está tan cerca que nuestra mirada resbala y 
se equivoca. Jesús está dentro de nosotros por 
su Espíritu. Si no podemos verlo ahora, es por un 
motivo semejante al que explica que no podamos 
ver nuestras propias entrañas. 
Sostenidos por esa presencia, los ojos deben es-
perar. Un día, cuando Él se manifieste de nuevo, 
serán transfigurados para poder ver el Rostro que 
ahora se les oculta. Y serán llevados, también 
ellos, al mismo Cielo en que Jesús está. Si, en 
medio de esta inmensa melancolía, podemos 
alegrarnos por la Ascensión de Jesús, no es sólo 
porque Él haya escapado definitivamente de las 
garras de la muerte; ni sólo porque esa escapada 
le permita habitar, por su Espíritu, en nuestros 
corazones.

Most scholars believe that Mark’s gospel was 
the first of the gospels to be written down, in 
about 55-60 A.D. It begins with the baptism of 
the Lord and his active ministry, and does not 
contain any information about Jesus’s birth or 
childhood. Mark’s gospel was written in Greek, 
for a Gentile audience. Mark frequently explains 
Jewish customs and Aramaic terms, which a 
Jewish audience would have known, but which 
a Gentile audience wouldn’t. It was written at a 
time when Christians were being persecuted in 
Rome, which perhaps explains his emphasis on 
the “Messianic secret”—Jesus’s constant in-
struction to his listeners to tell no one of what 
they were hearing from him. 

St. Mark himself has been identified with John 
Mark (Acts 12-13) and with Mark the cousin of 
Barnabas (Col 4; Philm 1), but many modern 
scholars doubt that these were all the same 
person. 

According to Eusebius of Caesarea, writing in 
the 4th century, Mark was a companion of St. 
Peter, and traveled with him, hearing his stories 
of Jesus, and ultimately writing them down. 
About 20 years after the Resurrection, Mark 
traveled to Alexandria, Egypt and founded the 
Christian church there, becoming the first Bish-
op of Alexandria.  

St. Mark’s feast day is April 25, and in art he is 
usually depicted as (or with) a winged lion, and 
holding a book (the Gospel).  
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This is a moment I felt compelled to capture during Confirmation Mass on the 16th. It’s during the 
Our Father prayer (WARNING: Taking photos during this time is highly discouraged and should not 
be tried normally at Mass). The reason I wanted to take the picture is because it was a beautiful mo-
ment. The two newly Confirmed are siblings—Jesse and Elle Persing. I have spent a lot of time with 
them, and I have seen them be annoyed, frustrated, and angry with each other (as most siblings 
do). But I do know they love each other as brother and sister. When the Our Father began, none of 
the other teens reached across the aisle to hold hands (which isn’t a bad thing at all, it’s just what 
happened), and being in the back row, Jesse and Elle saw that. And I saw them hesitate since no 
one else was doing it, but then they reached across and held hands.  
This is what we are called to do as Catholics. We are called to reach out across the divides to our 
brothers and sisters and let them know that we care for them. That, in spite of all our differences, 
and how much we may get annoyed, frustrated, or angry with someone, that we still love them. And 
we show them that love. It doesn’t matter if we believe the same thing they believe. It doesn’t matter 
what they’ve done in the past. What matters is that they are our brothers and sisters. And I’m not 
just talking about actual siblings. We say Our Father because we are all children of God. We are all 
brothers and sisters in Christ—whether the other person believes in God or in Christ is irrelevant, 
because the Blood of Christ was poured out for all people, not just those who believe. And we don’t 
bring people to believe by judging them, or excluding them, or forcing them. We bring people to be-
lieve by reaching out and accepting them. Loving them.
