THIRTY-THIRD SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME

STEWARDSHIP IN SCRIPTURE

by Deacon Rick Haeckel

The Gospel today has a somber tone. Coinciding with
the approaching end of the Church year, Jesus again
teaches his disciples. He warns that they must be able
to read the signs of the time. While there will be an
ultimate “end of time” as we experience it, we should
not delay in preparing ourselves for a singular event
far in the future. Rather, our call is to experience our
daily lives in the context of a life which imitates Jesus.
It is tempting to put things off, even with the best of
intentions of following up “when | have time” or “after
this busy time” or “when I've finished preparations.”
Reading the signs of the times isn’t a platitude, it's a
real and present call. The signs which tend to draw
our attention are most often near-term events. We are
best served when we can include a longer term view.
Jesus mentioned two weeks ago that the greatest
commandment asked that we place God first in love
and action and love our neighbor as ourselves. So
familiar, yet this truth can recede to the back of our
minds where there is agreement but no pressing need
for immediate action. When we view our need to love
only as an abstract idea we miss the point. Jesus asks
for our love not as some kind of entrance rite leading
to our ultimate unity with him in our next life. No, it's
meant to prod us into what ultimately provides Jesus’
presence to us now and moment by moment. We are
invited to become carriers of the message of salvation
by real and concrete actions ... actions that point
beyond our own personal desires. Not that we aren’t
rewarded continually, we are, but the reward is only
tangible when love becomes a verb and not just a
noun. Today’s message seems stark but it is intended
to convey the importance of preparation, of living a
life which honors the goodness of every person,
without regard to their “value” in our eyes. The image
of a “tug of war” comes to mind where two groups try
to pull the other over a line between them. The
winning group isn’'t always the “stronger” one but the
one that pulls together. The love we are to live is
meant to be one that pulls us all together against the
other side which is self-centered. As we reflect and
consider our times, what kind of “signs” will we
choose? Our time is ultimately no different than any
other (in spite of its challenge). Living in community
asks that we look beyond only our own needs. The
group on the other side of our tug of war is really us
too. We struggle to be on the “winning” side not in
isolation but in communion with all that God has
made...

For this rea-
son | would like to take the opportunity now to
wish you a happy Thanksgiving Day. | believe
the best way to do so, is to give you thanks for
all that each one of you has done and continues
to do for our Parish.

At the same time, | would like to invite you to
pause and think of every gift you have received
from God and from each other, and to ponder
about how blessed each of us is.

Sometimes we cannot repay what we have re-
ceived, because those gifts were given freely,
without hope of repayment, or because it might
be impossible to pay for the gifts of life and love.
However, we can be grateful to everyone for all
that we have received, as G. K. Chesterton
wrote: “l would maintain that thanks are the
highest form of thought, and that gratitude is
happiness doubled by wonder.”

We can even be grateful for the things that we
do not like, because sometimes do we not learn
from them and become better persons, able to
understand and appreciate those around us?

Personally, when | consider my life, | believe
that everything is a gift; | can never be grateful
enough to my family, to my friends, and indeed
to each one of you that the good Lord has put
along my path. You remind me that we are nev-
er alone, and that we are surrounded by people
that show us the face of God present to us, and
who continue to give to me - to us - His gifts
each day.

For every gift we have received, we should be
grateful. Often there are words of gratitude that
we need to express, and other times we give
thanks by our actions and by the way we use
our gifts. The only way to be grateful for the gift
of life is to live a life that will make our parents
proud, and to make proud every person that in
one way or another has contributed to our lives.
For this reason, | encourage you to “Give
thanks to the LORD, for he is good; his love en-
dures forever!” (1 Chronicles 16:34).

La imagen actual es de Maria sentada con su
Hijo (la Divina Providencia) dormido sobre su rega-
zo. Ella sostiene la manita izquierda del nifio en sus
manos mientras lo mira carinosamente. La imagen
inspira ternura y muestra la confianza de Maria en
la Divina Providencia de su Hijo, que aunque este
dormido, no se descuida de ella ni de los fieles.

Esta imagen recuerda el pasaje biblico en el
cual Jesus dormia en la barca de Pedro, despertan-
do a tiempo para calmar los mares y los vientos que
la amenazaban. He aqui que la devocion a la Madre
de la Divina Providencia es confiar que Dios siem-
pre llega a nuestro amparo cuando lo invocamos.

TRIGESIMO TERCER DOMINGO DEL TIEMPO ORDINARIO

OBRANDO EN LAS ESCRITURAS

El evangelio de hoy tiene un tono sombrio. Coincidien-
do con el fin del afio liturgico de la Iglesia, Jesus nue-
vamente ensefa a sus discipulos. Advierte que deben
ser capaces de leer los signos de los tiempos. Si bien
habra un "fin del tiempo" definitivo a medida que lo ex-
perimentemos, no debemos demorarnos en preparar-
nos para un evento singular en el futuro. Mas bien,
nuestro llamado es experimentar nuestra vida diaria en
el contexto de una vida que imita a Jesus. Es tentador
posponer las cosas, incluso con las mejores intencio-
nes de hacer un seguimiento "cuando tengo tiempo" o
"después de este tiempo ocupado" o "cuando haya
terminado los preparativos". Leer los signos de los
tiempos no es un problema, es una llamada real y pre-
sente. Los signos que tienden a llamar nuestra aten-
cion son, en la mayoria de los casos, eventos a corto
plazo. Estamos mas comodos cuando podemos tener
una visién a largo plazo. Jesus menciono en el evan-
gelio de hace dos semanas que el mayor mandamien-
to nos pide que pongamos a Dios primero en amor y
accion y que amemos a nuestro préjimo como a noso-
tros mismos. Tan familiar, sin embargo, esta verdad
puede esconderse en el fondo de nuestras mentes
donde estamos de acuerdo, pero no hay una necesi-
dad apremiante de accion inmediata. Cuando vemos
nuestra necesidad de amar solo como una idea abs-
tracta, no entendemos el punto. Jesus pide nuestro
amor, no como una especie de rito de entrada que
conduzca a nuestra maxima unidad con él en nuestra
préoxima vida. No, esta destinado a empujarnos hacia
lo que finalmente nos brinda la presencia de Jesus
ahora y momento a momento. Estamos invitados a
convertirnos en portadores del mensaje de salvacion
mediante acciones reales y concretas... acciones que
apuntan mas alla de nuestros deseos personales. No
es que no seamos recompensados continuamente, lo
somos, pero la recompensa es solo tangible cuando el
amor se convierte en un verbo y no solo en un sustan-
tivo. El mensaje de hoy parece austero, pero pretende
transmitir la importancia de la preparacion, de vivir una
vida que honre la bondad de cada persona, sin impor-
tar su "valor" a nuestros ojos. La imagen de un "jala y
afloja" viene a la mente cuando dos grupos intentan
jalar al otro sobre una linea entre ellos. El grupo gana-
dor no siempre es el "mas fuerte", sino el que se une.
El amor que debemos vivir se supone que es uno que
nos une a todos contra el otro lado, que es egocéntri-
co. Al reflexionar y considerar nuestros tiempos, ¢qué
tipo de "signos" elegiremos? Nuestro tiempo no es, en
Ultima instancia, diferente de cualquier otro (a pesar de
su desafio). Vivir en comunidad nos pide que miremos
mas alla de nuestras propias necesidades. El grupo al
otro lado de nuestra batalla es realmente nosotros mis-
mos también. Luchamos por estar en el lado "ganador"
no en aislamiento sino en comunién con todo lo que
Dios ha hecho.
