Jesus, the bread of 
Life. 

The Church teaches 
that the Eucharist is 
the “source and sum-
mit of the Christian 

life.”  A close reading of Scripture will 
teach us the same thing.  In it we see 
that all of the Old Testament builds to 
what Jesus did at the end of His public 
ministry, not only in His death and 
resurrection but also in the Last Sup-
per.  And we find that the culmination 
of the life of Christ and all of time, our 
purpose in the great story of salva-
tion, is to be seated at the same ban-
quet table as God, enjoying a recon-
ciled relationship with Him forev-
er.  Perhaps that is why Jesus told us 
to remember His death and resurrec-
tion through the ritual He established 
at the Last Supper and which we con-
tinue in the Mass.  He wants us never 
to forget that our lives are directed to 
the great feast of Heaven and that as 
we journey there, we are nourished 
with its anticipation.  Perhaps that is 
why meals are so important to life 
and family and community.  We con-
nect deeply to others around food 
because that’s how we are designed, 
not just for natural food but most 
especially for Jesus, the Bread of 
Life. So, every time we share meals 
together as a parish, think of the 
Mass.  And every time we are at Mass, 
think of the final banquet of Heav-
en.  May our parish family be a deeply 
connected community of disciples, 
nourished with Jesus and open to 
inviting all to come share at our table.

“This is how it is with the kingdom of God; it is 
as if a man were to scatter seeds on the land… 
and the seeds would sprout and grow, he 
knows not how.”

We 
pray that we may have the faith and focus on 
our relationship with Jesus daily. Then we can 
accept the task of mainly to sow seeds and to 
trust that they will grow at their own rhythm 
and come to harvest in God’s time. Let us sow 
with love, since only love endures into eterni-
ty. May the extraordinary diversity of people 
that we encounter everyday see God’s love in 
us and the seeds we sow.
