Pastor’s Notes/Notas del Pastor 
Fr. Jacob Koether 
 

Before He ascended into heaven, Jesus gave His disciples a clear mission: 
“Go, therefore, and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the 
Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit, teaching them to observe all that I 
have commanded you” (Matthew 28:19–20). 
 

A parish is not just a place where activities happen, or programs are offered. At its 
heart, a parish should be a community dedicated to living out this mission—to welcome people, in-
vite them to personally encounter Christ, help them grow in their relationship with Him, and then 
form them to go out and transform the world. 
 

Over the years, we have discerned that our parish is called to live out this mission as “A Home of 
Hope and Healing.” We may have many moving parts and different ministries, but all of them exist 
to serve this process of making disciples. 
 

For example, Alpha is something we’ve been doing for several years now, and I place great im-
portance on it. We’re starting up another course soon, and you’ll see it advertised and hear about it 
often. Why? Because Alpha is designed to be a first step in the discipleship process—a safe, welcom-
ing space where people can encounter Christ for the first time or reignite their relationship with Him. 
 

Likewise, our faith formation programs are starting again for youth and adults. These are not just 
about learning facts, but about growing in friendship with Jesus, being healed by Him, and becoming 
more like Him. 
 

In the weeks ahead, I’ll share more about how all the pieces fit together in our parish vision. For now, 
I invite you to pray for those beginning Alpha, for our young people in formation, and for everyone 
taking steps toward Christ this fall.                                                          In Christ, Fr. Jacob 

 
 

Antes de ascender al cielo, Jesús dio a sus discípulos una misión clara: 
“Vayan, pues, y hagan discípulos de todas las naciones, bautizándolos en el nombre del 
Padre, y del Hijo, y del Espíritu Santo, enseñándoles a cumplir todo lo que yo les he man-
dado” (Mateo 28, 19–20). 
 

Una parroquia no es simplemente un lugar donde se realizan actividades o se ofrecen pro-
gramas. En su esencia, una parroquia debe ser una comunidad dedicada a vivir esta misión: 
acoger a las personas, invitarlas a encontrarse personalmente con Cristo, ayudarlas a crecer 
en su relación con Él y luego formarlas para que salgan y transformen el mundo. 

 

A lo largo de los años, hemos discernido que nuestra parroquia está llamada a vivir esta mi-
sión como “Una Casa Abierta de Esperanza y Sanación”. Puede que tengamos muchas 
partes en movimiento y ministerios diferentes, pero todos existen para servir este proceso de 
hacer discípulos. 

 

Por ejemplo, Alpha es algo que hemos estado ofreciendo desde hace varios años, y le doy 
mucha importancia. Pronto comenzaremos otro curso, y lo verán anunciado y escucharán 
mucho sobre él. ¿Por qué? Porque Alpha está diseñado para ser un primer paso en el proce-
so de discipulado: un espacio seguro y acogedor donde las personas puedan encontrarse con 
Cristo por primera vez o reavivar su relación con Él. 
De igual manera, nuestros programas de formación en la fe están comenzando nuevamente 
para jóvenes y adultos. No se trata solo de aprender datos, sino de crecer en amistad con 
Jesús, ser sanados por Él y llegar a parecernos más a Él. 

 

En las próximas semanas, compartiré más sobre cómo encajan todas las piezas en la visión 
de nuestra parroquia. Por ahora, los invito a orar por quienes inician Alpha, por nuestros 
jóvenes en formación y por todos los que dan pasos hacia Cristo este otoño.
