Pastor’s Notes/Notas del Pastor 
Fr. Jacob Koether 

 

As I’ve been sharing over the past few weeks, our parish vision of being a 
Home of Hope and Healing can be broken down into four simple steps of 
discipleship: 
 

1. Welcome Home – outreach and pre-evangelization  
2. Encounter the Master of the Home – meeting Jesus through                                  

                evangelization 
                    3. Grow in Healing – catechesis, holiness, and sacramental life 
                    4. Go Inspire – mission, works of mercy, and personal apostolate 

 

We’re still reflecting on the very first step: Welcome Home. Up to this point, I’ve focused 
on hospitality within our parish—what it means to create a welcoming and hospitable envi-
ronment when people come here. But “Welcome Home” goes beyond our doors. 
 

It also means being willing to reach out in our daily lives—at work, in school, in our neigh-
borhoods, and even in our own families. This isn’t about being pushy or preachy. It’s about 
taking the time to meet new people, getting to know them, caring about them, and building 
them up. When the time is right, it might mean offering a simple invitation: “Come and see 
what’s happening at my parish.” 
 

Jesus Himself reached out, met people where they were, and built relationships of trust be-
fore calling them to follow Him. We’re called to do the same. In fact, you may be the first 
face of the Church someone meets—the first “open door” through which they might discov-
er Jesus. 
 

This is what Welcome Home is really all about. It’s not just what happens in church—it’s 
how we live as disciples every day.  In Christ, Fr. Jacob

Pero “Bienvenidos a Casa” va más allá 
de nuestras puertas. 
 

También significa estar dispuestos a salir al encuentro en nuestra vida diaria—en el trabajo, 
en la escuela, en el vecindario e incluso en nuestras propias familias. No se trata de ser in-
sistentes ni de dar sermones. Se trata de tomarnos el tiempo para conocer a nuevas personas, 
interesarnos genuinamente por ellas, apoyarlas, y cuando sea el momento oportuno, ofrecer 
una invitación sencilla: “Ven y mira lo que está pasando en mi parroquia.” 
 

Jesús mismo salió al encuentro, se acercó a la gente donde estaba, y construyó relaciones de 
confianza antes de llamarlos a seguirlo. Nosotros estamos llamados a hacer lo mismo. De 
hecho, tú puedes ser el primer rostro de la Iglesia que alguien conozca—la primera “puerta 
abierta” por la cual descubra a Jesús. 
 

Esto es lo que realmente significa Bienvenidos a Casa. No es solo lo que pasa en la igle-
sia—es la manera en que vivimos como discípulos cada día.
