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PASTOR’S MESSAGE — Matthew Cormier

PERPETUAL ADORATION COMING TO
NORTH LAKE CHARLES

What is Eucharistic adoration? Eucharistic adora-
tion is when the Lord Jesus—truly present in the Blessed
Sacrament—is exposed in a monstrance on the altar for us
to adore. For us to kneel before, both physically and to
bend the knee of our hearts. “Perpetual” adoration is
when the Most Blessed Sacrament is exposed for adora-
tion in a place 24/7. Although it is the privileged way of
adoring the Lord, adoration is not limited solely to when
the Blessed Sacrament is exposed. First and foremost,
adoration is an attitude of prayer.

Adoration precedes all acts of prayer. The Cate-
chism makes clear that before all the different forms of
prayer; prayer of petition, prayer of intercession, thanks-
giving, and praise...before all of them, comes adoration.

“Adoration is the first attitude of man acknowl-

edging that he is a creature before his Creator. It

exalts the greatness of the Lord who made us and
the almighty power of the Savior who sets us free
from evil. Adoration is homage of the spirit to the

"King of Glory," respectful silence in the presence

of the "ever greater" God.” (2628)

On Fridays here at St. Henry’s, we have Eucharis-
tic adoration from 7am-noon. In the coming Lenten sea-
son, PERPETUAL Eucharistic adoration (24/7) is coming
to central and north Lake Charles. As part of a collabora-
tion among several church parishes, St. Margaret of Scot-
land Parish is planning to host perpetual adoration in
their Day Chapel during the 6 weeks of Lent, primarily to
serve the north end of town. Research has shown that
when a chapel is open every day for 24hrs, people can
more easily find a time to visit than if it’s available only
one day a week. What we are asking of our people is that
for Lent this year, instead of only focusing on what to give
up, to also give an hour of adoration once a week. Our
hope is that many will take the challenge and discover
personal renewal through the Eucharist. Another hope is
that enough people will fall in love with Eucharistic ado-
ration and want to continue it beyond Lent, which means
that maybe, just maybe, the perpetual adoration chapel
could stay for good.

What does that mean for you? We are asking our
parishioners to be a part of this effort. Our hope is to be
able to secure a minimum of thirty committed weekly
adorers from St. Henry’s. In the coming days, we will be
letting you know how you can sign up. If you are already
committed to a holy hour here on Friday mornings, please
keep it. If you want to take on a second hour at St. Mar-
garet’s, great. But please don’t give up your hour here. We
still want to be able to have adoration here on Fridays.
This initiative will hopefully allow those who cannot make
it on Friday, because of work or school, to be able to expe-
rience Eucharistic adoration at a time that is more con-
venient for them. It can’t get any more convenient then
having seven days and 24 hours a day to choose from.

The Lord is inviting you now to come and adore
Him, to spend time with Him, and to listen to His voice.
He wants to fill your heart with His love and peace.

Los viernes aqui en San Henry, tenemos adoracion
eucaristica de 7 am al mediodia. En la préxima temporada de
Cuaresma, la adoracion eucaristica PERPETUA (24/7) estara
en el Centro y Norte de Lake Charles. Como parte de una co-
laboracion entre varias parroquias de la iglesia, la Parroquia
de San Margaret de Escocia planea organizar la adoracién
perpetua en su Capilla durante las 6 semanas de Cuaresma,
principalmente para servir al extremo del norte de la ciudad.

Otra esperanza
es que suficientes personas se enamoren de la adoraciéon eu-
caristica y quieran continuar mas alla de la Cuaresma, lo que
significa que quizas, tal vez, la capilla perpetua de la adora-
ci6n pueda permanecer para siempre.
¢Qué significa eso para ustedes? Estamos pidiendo a nuestros
feligreses que sean parte de este esfuerzo. Nuestra esperanza
es poder asegurar un minimo de treinta adoradores semana-
les comprometidos de San Henry. En los proximos dias, le
informaremos como puede inscribirse. Si ya estd comprome-
tido con una hora santa aqui los viernes por la mafiana, por
favor manténgala. Si quieren disfrutar de una segunda hora
en San Margaret, genial. Pero, por favor, no renuncien a su
hora aqui. Todavia queremos poder tener adoraciéon aqui los
viernes. Se espera que esta iniciativa permita a aquellos que
no pueden llegar el viernes, debido al trabajo o la escuela,
puedan experimentar la adoracién eucaristica en un momen-
to que sea mas conveniente para ellos. No puede ser més con-
veniente que tener siete dias y 24 horas al dia para elegir.
