The Eucharistic Prayer (Part 2): The Canon
Last Sunday, Fr. Caraway reflected on the first part of the
Eucharistic Prayer—the Preface and the Sanctus. Today, I
would like to reflect on the second part of this prayer,
known as “The Canon”, which is the center and summit of
the entire Eucharistic celebration. In my previous reflec-
tion on the homily, I mentioned that the homily is NOT
the most important part of the Mass. The Canon of the
Eucharistic Prayer is the most important for it is at the
center of this prayer that the great action takes place. It is
the action of God Himself, the action of the transfor-
mation of ordinary bread and wine into the very Body,
Blood, Soul, and Divinity of Jesus Christ. This transfor-
mation cannot exist without also being a sacrifice.

There are currently several versions of the Canon in the
Roman Missal. The one with the most history in the Ro-
man Rite of the Mass is Eucharistic Prayer I, also called
the Roman Canon. From the 6t century until the 1960s, it
was the only Canon used in the Roman Rite. The Canon is
addressed to God the Father and is prayed only by the
ordained priest as in that moment he is acting in the Per-
son of Christ. The actions of the Canon include the epi-
clesis: This is the moment when the priest joins his
hands and extends them over the gifts of bread and wine
calling down the Holy Spirit upon them. The anamne-
sts: This is the action of remembering all that Christ has
done, especially his blessed Passion, Resurrection, and
Ascension. The oblation: The act by which Christ the
Priest offers Himself, Christ the Victim, in sacrifice to the
Father. His one sacrifice is not repeated. It is re-
presented. The intercessions: Prayers are offered for all
the members of the Church, and for the living and the
dead. The concluding doxology: by which the glorifica-
tion of God is expressed and which is affirmed and con-
cluded by the people’s Amen. I would like to say a more
detailed word about the center of the Eucharistic Prayer.
The institution narrative and Consecration: If the
Canon is the center and summit of the Mass, then the
Consecration is the center and summit of the Canon, and,
therefore THE center and summit of the entire Mass. The
entire Mass leads up to this moment and flows from it.
The priest speaks in the first person singular, saying the
words of Christ as handed down from Matthew, Mark,
Luke, and Paul. In this action, it is Christ who speaks. It is
Christ who acts. From this moment, what appears to be
bread and wine are no longer that. Their very substance
has been changed (transubstantiation). The most beauti-
ful description of this moment that I have ever read is
found in The Spirit of the Liturgy by Joseph Ratzinger
(Benedict XVI):

“The moment when the Lord comes down and
transforms bread and wine to become his Body
and Blood cannot fail to stun, to the very core of
their being, those who participate in the Eucharist
by faith and prayer. When this happens, we can-
not do other than fall to our knees and greet him.
The Consecration is the moment of God’s great
action in the world for us. It draws our eyes and
hearts on high. For a moment the world is silent,
everything is silent, and in that silence we touch
the eternal—for one beat of the heart we step out
of time into God’s being-with-us”.

MENSAJE DEL PARROCO- Matthew Cormier

La Oracion Eucaristica (Parte 2): El Canon
El domingo pasado, el Padre Caraway reflexion6 sobre la
primera parte de la Oraci6on Eucaristica: el Prefacio y el
Sanctus. Hoy quisiera reflexionar sobre la segunda parte
de esta oracidn, conocida como "El canon", que es el cen-
tro y la cumbre de toda la celebracion eucaristica. En mi
reflexién anterior sobre la homilia, mencioné que la homi-
lia NO es la parte mas importante de la Misa. El Canon de
la Oracion Eucaristica es el mas importante porque es en
el centro de esta oracion donde tiene lugar la gran accion.
Es la accion de Dios mismo, la accién de la transfor-
macion del pan y el vino ordinarios en el mismo Cuerpo,
Sangre, Alma y Divinidad de Jesucristo. Esta transfor-
macion no puede existir sin ser también un sacrificio.
Actualmente hay varias versiones del Canon en el Misal
Romano. La que tiene mas historia en el Rito Romano I
de la Misa es la Oracién Eucaristica, también llamada Ca-
non Romano. Desde el siglo 6 hasta la década de 1960, fue
el inico canon utilizado en el rito romano. El Canon esta
dirigido a Dios Padre y es rezado solo por el sacerdote or-
denado, ya que en ese momento esti actuando en la Per-
sona de Cristo. Las acciones del Canon incluyen la epi-
clesis: Este es el momento en que el sacerdote une sus
manos y las extiende sobre los dones de pan y vino invo-
cando al Espiritu Santo sobre ellos. La anamnesis: Esta
es la accion de recordar todo lo que Cristo ha hecho, espe-
cialmente su bendita Pasion, Resurrecciéon y Ascension.
La oblacién: El acto por el cual Cristo Sacerdote se ofre-
ce a si mismo, Cristo la Victima, en sacrificio al Padre. Su
unico sacrificio no se repite. Se vuelve a presentar. Las
intercesiones: Se ofrecen oraciones por todos los miem-
bros de la Iglesia, y por los vivos y los muertos. La doxo-
logia final: por la cual se expresa la glorificaciéon de Dios
y que es afirmada y concluida por el Amén del pueblo. Me
gustaria decir unas palabras mas detalladas sobre el cen-
tro de la plegaria eucaristica.

La narrativa de la institucién y la consagracion: Si
el Canon es el centro y la cambre de la Misa, enton-
ces la Consagracion es el centro y la cumbre del Canon, y,
por lo tanto, EL centro y la cambre de toda la Misa. Toda
la Misa conduce a este momento y fluye de él. El sacerdote
habla en primera persona del singular, diciendo las pala-
bras de Cristo transmitidas por Mateo, Marcos, Lucas y
Pablo. En esta acciéon, es Cristo quien habla. Es Cristo
quien actiia. A partir de este momento, lo que parece ser
pan y vino ya no son eso. Su propia sustancia ha sido cam-
biada (transubstanciacién). La descripcion més hermosa
de este momento que he leido se encuentra en El Espiritu
de la Liturgia de Joseph Ratzinger (Benedicto XVI):

"El momento en que el Senor desciende y trans-
forma el pan y el vino para convertirse en su
Cuerpo y Sangre no puede dejar de aturdir, hasta
lo mas profundo de su ser, a aquellos que partici-
pan en la Eucaristia por la fe y la oracion. Cuando
esto sucede, no podemos hacer otra cosa que caer
de rodillas y saludarlo. La Consagracion es el mo-
mento de la gran accién de Dios en el mundo para
nosotros. Atrae nuestros o0jos y corazones a lo al-
to. Por un momento el mundo esta en silencio,
todo esta en silencio, y en ese silencio tocamos lo
eterno; por un latido del corazén salimos del
tiempo hacia el ser-con-nosotros de Dios".

CHANGES TO SECOND COLLECTION

but instead of passing it twice, we will pass the
basket once and you can put both envelopes in
the basket at the same time. This means we are
not reducing our collection. We are only reduc-
ing the amount of times we pass the basket. The
only time the basket will be passed a second
time during Mass is on the second weekend of
the month.

As was done last year, during the Advent Season, the Eucharistic Prayer of some
Masses will be offered with the priest facing the same direction as the people
(East). This emphasizes 1) Our watching for the Lord's return which is what Ad-
vent is all about, and 2) Priest and people worshiping God together.
