PASTORAL COUNCIL ELECTION NEXT WEEKEND

After the homily at all Masses next weekend, you the parishioners, will elect one of your fellow
parishioners to represent you on the Pastoral Council. The makeup of the Pastoral Council includes
the two trustees who serve as ex officio members, the two deacons, other members appointed by the
pastor, and five elected members who serve three-year terms. The Council meets quarterly. Each
church parish is required to have a Pastoral Council by Particular Law of the Diocese of Lake Charles.
The role of the Pastoral Council is to advise the Pastor about the needs of the parish, and assist him in
determining priorities by using the information they gain from contact with their fellow parishioners.
Under Canon Law, the Pastoral Council is an advisory body only. Its decisions are not binding since
only the Pastor possesses jurisdiction over the Parish. But any good pastor will listen to the advice of
his Council and consult them regularly.

The two nominees for the open seat are Carl Broussard and Tara Metoyer.

Carl Broussard grow up in Iowa, LA in St. Raphael Parish where he served as an altar boy. His
family later moved to Lake Charles and St. Henry became their home. He was a graduate of St. Louis
Catholic High School thanks to the generosity of an anonymous benefactor from St. Henry’s. At St.
Louis he met Julie, and they have been married for 44 years and are blessed with 7 children and 19
grandchildren. He and Julie have been involved in music ministry for many years. Carl has served on
the Pastoral Council in the past. For a short time, he was the custodian and grounds keeper. Carl
believes it is time for him to to step up and do even more to serve his Parish.
