K-4 and Young Family Ministry

FAITH FORMATION CLASSES:

Kindergarten/1st Grade

The K/1 class has had a wonderful time getting to know each other, singing and dancing, praising
God, and learning more about our beautiful faith through stories and art projects. Highlights:
Service project of decorating the Acton Food Pantry Box for collecting food donations, honoring
All Souls Day. We are so fortunate to have Kate Jackson-Myer, Rebecca Eddy and Erica Soto leading
classes this year. The class following the Gospel Weeklies curriculum.

2nd Grade (First Reconciliation/First Communion)

Our First Reconciliation Class has worked together through reading and acting out the gospel
stories, playing games, and making lanterns to shine God’s Light. The class received the Sacrament
of Reconciliation on November 21st. The kids were genuinely reflective and sincere on this special
day. It’s always special to watch them connect as a class, hugging and high fiving each other on
making this beautiful sacrament together.

As always, a bountiful supply of
fresh greens was available to make absolutely gorgeous wreaths. The potluck lunch added to the
festivities allowing time for everyone to connect and enjoy each other while conversing and
singing Advent/Christmas music.

This opportunity allows for kids to go home each week with tangible action items to bring their
faith into their everyday lives.
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Middle School Youth Ministry

The fifth and sixth grade kids have been busy immersing themselves in service projects this past
year.

They held a personal products care drive for Lazarus House filling over 125 bags with basic needs
for the clients in Lawrence. They have sponsored and loaned out over $400 to entrepreneurs in
third world countries. They have donated their time and talents multiple times to the Giving
Factory inside of Cradles to Crayons in Newton MA.

The kids have also attended a couple of day long retreats where they were able to connect with
their class on a personal level, play fun games, study different types of Prayer, and really bond

with one another as they learned more about their relationship with Jesus.

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The seventh and eighth grade ds areparticipating in the Confirmation Foration program. We
are excited to have our eight grade kids finish their two-year program and be Confirmed this
spring.

They have also been busy with community service. They have visited Cradles to Crayons multiple
times. They are sending up food and helping to feed the clients at Lazarus House in Lawrence.
Many of them helped as peer leaders during this summer’s Vacation Bible School.

This year the eight graders had the opportunity to participate in an over night retreat in Groton
MA. This was a unique way to bond with their classmates, contemplate and explore their
relationship with Jesus, reflect on their upcoming Sacrament, and have some fun doing
community building activities.

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Last year, we began implementing the new younger Confirmation age for our teens and this is the
year when we will see 3 grades being confirmed. We will celebrate the confirmation of about 120
teens on two dates in April and May! We strive to bring our teens closer to Christ through
meaningful discussions with adults who model the love God has for them. Confirmation
candidates continue to prepare and serve lunch for Lazarus House - a decades long tradition for
our communities!

We hosted our first ever “Taste and See” children and youth ministry fundraiser in April - it was a
tremendous success. This was a new event for us that truly showcased the diversity of God’s
people and the talents of our generous community! We had 25 home cooks who shared food from
18 different countries and cultures with us. We hope you will join us this year on March 7th!

During the summer, we returned to New Jersey with Catholic Heart Work Camp. We will also be
going with Catholic Heart to NJ in July! In addition to faith formation, mission trips, Youth
Ministry had fun with the Mystery All-Nighter, GameNight, serving at Household Goods,
volunteering at the Lazarus House food pantry, bringing “Christmas in July” to the families of
Capermaum place, celebrating our graduates with Baccalaureate, cooking a thanksgiving dinner
for Lazarus House and hosting Breakfast with Santa.

A Young Adult (college and beyond) LIFT group also formed and met during the summer months.
This Spring, we will be expanding our LIFT model to include high school teens (Teen LIFT!) and
anticipate that 3 pilot groups will form during Lent.
