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Prayers in Preparation 
 
It is necessary to prepare your soul to welcome the graces the enthronement 
and consecration will bring. Attend Mass and the Sacrament of 
Reconciliation on a date close to the ceremony. During the nine days 
preceding the enthronement, you should pray together daily the Novena to 
the Sacred Heart, followed by the Litany of the Sacred Heart.
