THE THEME OF THIRST AND STEWARDSHIP 

Today’s readings for the Third Sunday of Lent center on the theme of thirst, 
reminding us that a stewardship way of life satisfies our longing for Christ and 
helps us respond to His thirst for souls.  

God’s Abundant Provision 
In Exodus, the Israelites complain of thirst despite God’s past deliverance. 
Yet, when Moses cries for help, God provides water from a rock. This 
generosity continues today as the Lord patiently meets our needs time and 
again. 

St. Paul’s Letter to the Romans deepens this, noting that God’s gifts exceed 
material provision. He pours His love into our hearts through the Holy 
Spirit—not because we earned it, but because “while we were still sinners 
Christ died for us.” 

The Heart of Stewardship 
Everything we have—time, abilities, and resources - is a gift. When we 
recognize we are blessed even in our weakness, gratitude naturally leads to 
generosity. We begin to see our lives not as possessions to guard, but as gifts 
to share. This witness leads others to Christ and helps satisfy His thirst for 
souls. 

Living Water: The Gospel Encounter 
In the Gospel, Jesus asks the Samaritan woman for a drink. This simple 
exchange leads to His promise of living water: 

“Whoever drinks the water I shall give will never thirst; the 
water I shall give will become in him a spring of water welling 
up to eternal life.” 

While she initially thinks in practical terms, she eventually recognizes the 
deeper longing of the human heart for God. 

An Invitation to Overflow 
Stewardship is about allowing Christ to fill our lives so completely that His 
grace overflows to others. Like the Samaritan woman - an unlikely evangelist 
who left her water jar to lead her village to faith - God calls ordinary, 
imperfect people to share His message. 

Lent is a privileged time to examine our own thirst and renew our commitment 
as stewards. When Christ says, “Give me a drink,” He invites us to share what 
we have so others may encounter Him. By  

This Lent, may we respond to His invitation with renewed faith and 
commitment. By living as grateful and generous stewards, we help quench 
Christ’s thirst for the salvation of souls and lead many more to the living water 
that alone satisfies.
