REFLECT & RESPOND TO SCRIPTURE

On this sixth Sunday of Easter, our readings remind us of both the importance of 
the Holy Spirit in our lives and the truth that love of God is shown through 
concrete actions — this is precisely why the stewardship way of life is so 
necessary.  

In our first reading from Acts, we hear that the Samaritans had accepted the word 
of God, yet something was still missing. Peter and John came to them and prayed 
that they might receive the Holy Spirit, “for it had not yet fallen upon any of 
them.” Only after they laid hands on them did they receive the fullness of what 
God desired to give.  

We, too, have received the Holy Spirit — first at Baptism and more fully at 
Confirmation. The gifts and guidance of the Holy Spirit are essential for living the 
stewardship way of life. As we draw closer to Pentecost, this is a fitting time to 
examine our relationship with the Holy Spirit. Do we rely on Him? Do we turn to 
Him for strength, wisdom, and direction in our daily lives?  

Our second reading reinforces this call. “Sanctify Christ as Lord in your hearts.” 
Christ must be more than a part of our lives — He must be at the center of them. 
As His disciples, we are called to surrender every aspect of our lives to Him — 
our time, our talent, and our treasure.  

The stewardship way of life gives us a concrete way to live this out. It allows us to 
“prove” our love, in a sense, because love is not merely sentiment. “Whoever has 
my commandments and observes them is the one who loves me,” Jesus tells us.  

True love requires courage, humility, and trust. It requires that we lean on the 
Holy Spirit to help us make Christ the Lord of our lives each day.  
But the reward is beyond anything this world can offer. “Whoever loves me will 
be loved by my Father, and I will love him and reveal myself to him.”  

Let us ask the Holy Spirit to help us fully embrace the stewardship way of life, so 
that we may truly sanctify Christ as Lord in our hearts.

WHAT ARE THE SEVEN GIFTS OF THE HOLY SPIRIT? 
The seven gifts of the Holy Spirit are, according to Catholic Tradition,  WISDOM, UNDERSTANDING, COUNSEL, 
FORTITUDE, KNOWLEDGE, PIETY AND FEAR OF GOD. The standard interpretation has been the one that St. 
Thomas Aquinas worked out in the thirteenth century in his Summa Theologiae: 

Wisdom is both the knowledge of and judgment about “divine things” and the ability to judge and direct human affairs 
according to divine truth (I/I.1.6; I/II.69.3; II/II.8.6; II/II.45.1–5). Enables us to see the world and judge all things through 
God's perspective and plan.  

Understanding is penetrating insight into the very heart of things, especially those higher truths that are necessary for our 
eternal salvation - in effect, the ability to “see” God (I/I.12.5; I/II.69.2; II/II.8.1–3). Provides deeper insight into the 
mysteries of faith, allowing us to comprehend divine truths.  

Counsel allows a man to be directed by God in matters necessary for his salvation (II/II.52.1). Helps us discern the best way 
to act in difficult situations, guiding us to align with God's will.  

Fortitude (Courage) denotes a firmness of mind in doing good and in avoiding evil, particularly when it is difficult or 
dangerous to do so, and the confidence to overcome all obstacles, even deadly ones, by virtue of the assurance of everlasting 
life (I/II.61.3; II/II.123.2; II/II.139.1). Gives supernatural strength and courage to stand firm in faith, overcoming fear and 
adversity.  

Knowledge is the ability to judge correctly about matters of faith and right action, so as to never wander from the straight 
path of justice (II/II.9.3).  

Piety (Reverence) is, principally, revering God with filial affection, paying worship and duty to God, paying due duty to all 
men on account of their relationship to God, and honoring the saints and not contradicting Scripture. The Latin 
word pietas denotes the reverence that we give to our father and to our country; since God is the Father of all, the worship of 
God is also called piety (I/II.68.4; II/II.121.1). 

Fear of God (Wonder and Awe) is, in this context, “filial” or chaste fear whereby we revere God and avoid separating 
ourselves from him - as opposed to “servile” fear, whereby we fear punishment (I/II.67.4; II/II.19.9).
