HOLY GUARDIAN
ANGELS
Feast Tuesday, October 2

One of the most consoling
doctrines of Scripture is that
of the guardianship of angels;
the doctrine which teaches
that man in this world is
guided and protected by in-
visible beings called angels.
Scripture openly teaches that
among the angels there are
those deputed by God to
keep watch over men. This
doctrine has also been con-
firmed by the Church in the
institution of a feast in honor
of the Guardian Angels

It is certain that each one of
the faithful has his own angel
guardian.

The same is asserted for sin-
ners and for those not of the
faith; for Christ died for all,
even for those not of the
faith, and merited for all the
means of salvation; and one
of these means is the guardi-
anship of angels: hence not
only the faithful who are Just,
but also sinners and those
not of the faith, have each an
angel guardian.

And not individual men alone,
but communities also are un-
der the guardianship of an-
gels. There is a special angel
guardian for the Church,
namely St. Michael. There
are special angel guardians
over each kingdom and na-
tion, nay over each commu-
nity of moment, for example,
particular churches, religious
orders, dioceses. The reason
is because those societies
are as it were moral bodies
which need special assis-
tance. Hence God gave the
people of Israel on their jour-
ney through the desert an
angel as protector.

With regard to the body, the
angel guardian averts from
us exterior evils, or if we have
already fallen into them, he
delivers us from them

With regard to the soul, the
angel guardians hold the de-
mons in check, lest they do
us harm, or at least lest they
tempt us too severely. They
suggest good thoughts, excit-
ing us to good, averting us
also from evil, through their
counsels and corrections.

God deputes His holy angels
to keep watch over us. We
owe then to our guardian an-
gels:

(a) Respect for their presence:
indeed the angel guardian is
always with us, and because
he is a spirit pure and holy, we
ought to avoid whatever could
grieve him.

(b) Thankfulness and love for
his kindness: for the angel
guardian is for us a benefac-
tor, friend, and brother, and we
ought to love him, think of him,
and obey his inspirations.

(c) Trust in his safe-keeping:
for our angel is powerful to
succor us and at the same
time most devoted to us;
hence we ought to invoke him
and fly to him in our doubts
and difficulties.
