Nov. 4-10 The Catholic Church 

in the U.S. observes this week 

as an opportunity for parishes 

to reflect on the gift of voca-

tion, with several goals.

COMMUNION OF SAINTS 

So, saints are holy people, by 

definition. But what does it 

mean to be a holy person, a 

saint? From a biblical per-

spective, something is holy 

when it is set apart for God 

and God's purposes.  In Exo-

dus 19, God set apart the Is-

raelites as his own "treasured 

possession”(19:5). They 

would be a "holy nation" 

through which God would 

make himself known to the 

world. In the New Testament, 

believers in Jesus Christ are 

referred to as "saints" or "holy 

people" because they have 

inherited Israel's divinely con-

ferred status as people set 

apart by God for him and for 

his saving purposes. If you 

have put your faith in Jesus 

Christ, you are a saint. You 

are a holy person. This does 

not necessarily say anything 

about your worthiness to re-

ceive this title or your exem-

plary lifestyle, however. I 

wouldn't recommend that you 

go around putting "Saint" in  

 

front of your name. Rather, 

you are a saint because God 

has chosen you to belong to 

him and his people. He has 

set you apart so that you 

might participate in his re-

deeming work in the world. 

Remember, you are not a 

solo saint. There is no such 

thing from a biblical perspec-

tive. Rather, as a saint, you 

have been joined to the family 

of all saints, including those 

who live around the world and 

those who have gone to be 

with the Lord. Therefore, on 

All Saints Day, it is a perfect 

time to remember that God 

has made you special for him 

and his purposes, and that he 

has joined you into the eter-

nal, worldwide fellowship of 

all his saints. Moreover, it's a 

good day to take seriously the 

fact that God wants to make 

himself known in this world 

through you as a member of 

the family of all saints.

___________________________________________________________________________________ 

NOVEMBER 

On these first days of Nov., 
we celebrate two feasts—All 
Saints and All Souls—which 
draw us into one of the most 
consoling doctrines of the Ro-
man Catholic faith, the com-
munion of saints. The teach-
ing on the communion of 
saints provides the context for 
these feasts, for it is that doc-
trine that acknowledges the 
union, enabled by baptism 
and Eucharist, that exists be-
tween the living and the dead. 
The doctrine rests in part on 
the conviction that any good 
done by one part of the com-
munity that is the body of 
Christ impacts on the rest of 
that body. This entails espe-
cially prayer of petition and 
reparation, and it transcends 
the apparent barrier of death 
moving both ways, from the 
living to the (biologically) de-
ceased and from them to us. 
That is true all year long, of 
course, but the Church 
chooses these two days to 
wake us up to our communal 
connection with those who 
have gone before us.
