Sisters group should be their parish pastor. After the pastor has a committed group, subsequent
groups may be formed for others, such as the parochial vicar, a retired priest, a priest serving in a
non-parish assignment, or a bishop. #® The group’s intention is directed towards the office of the
shepherd more than the individual. In other words, the group prays for the priest until he is reassigned,
at which time his successor becomes the recipient of those prayers. This helps us to guard against an

undue attachment to a certain priest.
