Gift the World Cannot Give

Confirmation is a sacrament of
challenge, but also of great comfort.
Jesus, in his long communication to
his disciples and friends at the last
supper, gives them a challenging
message, of course, but also words of
real comfort. Yes, even as he is
preparing them for his impending
suffering and death, Jesus juxtaposes
the grim news that he will soon leave
them with the promise that he will
still remain with them, a paradox they
cannot yet understand. Jesus also
states that he or the Father actually,
will send them an Advocate
(Paracletos) - a HOLY SPIRIT which
Jesus had already promised to send to
them. What a marvelous promise!
And, in saying that his Father would
send another Advocate, Jesus must be
pointing to his own role of being their
advocate or defender, all through his
lifetime. After all, was he not their
true guide, their shepherd and
counselor?

We too need to recall as we move
towards the Feasts of Ascension and
Pentecost that Jesus has sent us, too,
the gift of the Holy Spirit. He and His
Father gave us this Spirit at the time of
our actual confirmation! And they
send Love often, promising through
the Spirit to be with us always.

Another special motif found all
through John's 14th chapter finds its
way into today’s gospel passage. I
refer to the theme of Peace. For Jesus
says “I give you peace! Not as the world
gives, do I give peace. Let not your hearts
be troubled or afraid.” Now they are
about to be plunged into the biggest
confusion, pain and sadness they have
yet known. But I believe Jesus makes

this statement in order to prepare
them for the future. They will
remember his words, finding that a
deep inner peace flows through them
when they look back on all he meant
for them. And, after the Resurrection
truth is made clear, they will truly be
at peace learning that -all along, he
was only trying to ensure their peace,
joy, and well-being.

Although I cannot remember much
from my own Confirmation, in
Albany, NY of 1953 (was a mere sixth
grader then, quite new to anything
like real Christian witness!) I might
even then have been looking for
peace, that inner peace “which the
world cannot give.” One spends a
lifetime searching for this. So when I
saw, in her poem “Wanderer”--
certain lines from the Carmelite
Jessica Powers, I wanted to share
them. To me they suggest One who
searches night and day to find those
most in need of such peace, people
who, like the disciples way back then,
and like many a pilgrim even now,
might have echoed her words:

“How did I ever come then to the light?. ..
I who betrayed the truth over and over,
and let a tangle of dark woods surround
me?

Simple the answer lies: down cliffs of
pain,

through swamps and desert, thicket &
terrain,

oh, Someone came and found me
(1979-1984)

Come Down, O Love Divine

Down Ampney is a village in Gloucestershire, England
and the birthplace of composer Ralph Vaughan Williams
in 1872. Among many musical achievements, Vaughan
Williams composed and arranged dozens of hymn tunes as
part of a project to compile "The English Hymnal," one of
the most prominent hymnals in use in the Church of
England. Vaughan Williams was part of a movement of
composers at the turn of the twentieth century who were
interested in collecting, recording, and using folk music in
their work. This was a turn way from the more
sentimental, sappy Victorian music of the 19th century.
Folk tunes tended to be more organic, surprising, and
authentic. The work of musicians like Vaughan Williams
not only preserved many tunes that would have likely be
lost to history since they relied on being passed down
aurally, but also placed in the voices of congregations a
treasure trove of wonderful melodies that were expertly
arranged and set to wonderful texts. In addition, Vaughan
Williams composed his own hymn tune melodies that
were influenced by this folk tradition.

The hymn we are singing at the beginning of Mass this
weekend, "Come Down, O Love Divine" is an excellent
example of an original Vaughan Williams hymn tune
inspired by folk melodies. The text itself is from a poem
by 14th century Italian mystic Bianco da Siena, "Descend,
Amor santo." It was translated into English and published
in the mid-19th century by Richard Frederick Littledale.
As part of the the original "English Hymnal" Vaughan

Williams composed a new melody to set the text of
Littledale's translation. He named the tune itself "Down
Ampney" after his birthplace. Here is the text:

Come down, O Love divine,

seek thou this soul of mine,

and visit it with thine own ardor glowing;
O Comforter, draw near,

within my heart appear,

and kindle it, thy holy flame bestowing.

O let it freely burn,

till earthly passions turn

to dust and ashes in its heat consuming;
and let thy glorious light

shine ever on my sight,

and clothe me round, the while my path illuming.
And so the yearning strong,

with which the soul will long,

shall far outpass the power of human telling;
for none can guess its grace,

till Love create a place

wherein the Holy Spirit makes a dwelling.

Sometimes with these older hymn texts, the words fly by
so quickly, and they are so dense with imagery and
meaning, we don't have a chance to really engage them.
What I like about the Vaughan Williams tune "Down
Ampney" is that it slows down the text a bit, and really
emphasizes certain words. It's written so that each stanza
is broken in half The first three lines of each stanza have
their own little contained melody. For the final three lines
of each stanza, Vaughan Williams creates a dramatic leap
which creates this sense of crying out to the Spirit even
more. You'll notice too that the tune doesn't have a steady
beat that we are accustomed to in almost all the music we
consume these days. This is typical of folk music (from all
over the world really) driven by more complex rhythm
that serves the text.

While in his original conception, Vaughan Williams wrote
for an organ accompanying a congregation of unison
singers (perhaps with a descant on the final verse) it's neat
to see how the music has been rediscovered appropriated
over its century of life. There are magnificent full choral,
brass, and organ arrangements, there are orchestral
fantasias on the melody, there are quiet piano solo
improvisations, and there are simple presentations of a
singer with a guitar. We tend to compartmentalize
everything into boxes, especially assigning musical styles
of what we like and don't like, but good music is good
music, and it tends to return "to dust and ashes" our
artificial categorizations. What could be more indicative of
the Holy Spirit at work in the world. "None can guess its
grace," indeed.

El ministerio sacerdotal

confiado a los apéstoles fue, posteriormente,
comunicado por ellos a otros que los
sucederian en la misién, a los cuales llamaron
Episcopos (obispos) (1 Tim 3,1ss; 2 Tim 1,6).
Este ministerio, ademas de la potestad de
celebrar los sacramentos, conlleva el oficio
pastoral. Con el tiempo, los mismos apoéstoles
van asociando a su ministerio a otros a los que
llaman presbiteros (Hch 14,23), sin olvidar la
presencia casi inmediata de los didconos

(Hch 6,1-7). Asi, cada comunidad cristiana,
situada en un territorio determinado,
estaba pastoreada por un obispo con un
grupo de presbiteros y diaconos, situacion
que continda hasta hoy. El oficio del presbitero
(sacerdote) ha sido siempre el de colaborar
con su obispo en el ministerio pastoral de la
Iglesia.

Por otra parte, desde los primeros siglos de la
Iglesia, se empez6 a gestar un movimiento de
personas que de manera individual se
alejaban de la vida comun para dedicarse
unicamente al Sefior, especialmente yéndose
al desierto, conocidos como eremitas y
anacoretas.

Con el tiempo, se empiezan a reunir en grupos
para compartir este estilo de vida. Esto es el
germen de los que mas a delante se llamara
vida religiosa.

Esta consiste en vivir la consagracion al Sefior,
como sacerdote o como hermano, en una
comunidad con un carisma especifico, esto es,
la intencién con la cual fue fundada: atender a
los jévenes, a los nifios sin hogar, a las
prostitutas, a los enfermos, a los privados de
libertad, a los inmigrantes, entre otros.

Esto nos lleva, entonces, a hablar del modo de
vivir diverso del Unico sacerdocio confiado por
el Sefior Jesus a su Iglesia, esto es, sacerdote
diocesano y sacerdote religioso. Es el mismo
sacerdocio vivido de modo diverso, en cuanto
a su comunidad especifica.

El sacerdote diocesano tiene un modo de
vida que brota de lo que los apdstoles
fundaron en las primeras comunidades: un
obispo y un grupo de sacerdotes con él
pastoreando un territorio determinado
llamado Didcesis (de ahi su nombre,
diocesanos). El carisma particular esta
inspirado en Cristo Buen Pastor, que da la vida
por sus ovejas (Jn 10). Propiamente, atienden
las parroquias y otras dependencias de la
didcesis. Estan bajo la autoridad exclusiva de
su obispo, por medio de las promesas hechas
el dia de su ordenacién: castidad y obediencia.

El sacerdote religioso tiene las mismas
facultades de un sacerdote diocesano, es
decir, la capacidad de celebrar los
sacramentos, pero lo que lo distingue es su
modo de vivir. Ya no es entorno a un obispo
en una didcesis determinada, sino en una
comunidad especifica de religiosos, con un
carisma propio, inspirado por el fundador de
tal comunidad, bajo la autoridad de un
hermano superior de la misma comunidad.

Toda la comunidad bajo la autoridad y cuidado
del obispo de la didcesis en la que reside.
Cada uno profesa, antes de su ordenacién
sacerdotal, los votos de pobreza, castidad y
obediencia. Asi tenemos a los Redentoristas,
Vicentinos, Carmelitas, Siervos de JesuUs,
Franciscanos, Salesianos, Jesuitas y muchos
mas.

En sintesis, es el mismo sacerdocio, sélo que el
diocesano lo ejerce bajo la autoridad de un
Obispo en un territorio especifico lamado
Didcesis, mientras que el religioso lo ejerce
bajo la autoridad de un Superior, siguiendo el
carisma de su fundador y viviendo en una
comunidad.
